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3. Loan agreements shall be the subject of formal agreements between the Par-
ties and shall bind them under international law;

4. Subsidiary arrangements and loan agreements shall make specific reference
to the present Agreement.

ARTICLE III

Unless otherwise indicated, the Government of Canada shall assume the respon-
sibilities described in Annex ‘‘A”’ and the Government of Zimbabwe shall assume
the responsibilities described in Annex ‘‘B’’ in respect of any specific project
established under a subsidiary arrangement or loan agreement. Annexes ‘‘A’’ and
“B’’ shall be integral parts of this Agreement.

ARTICLE IV

For the purpose of this Agreement:

(a) ‘‘Canadian firms’’ means Canadian or other non-Zimbabwean firms or in-
stitutions engaged in any project under a subsidiary arrangement or loan
agreement;

(b) ‘“Canadian personnel’’ means Canadians or non-Zimbabweans or other non-
permanent residents of Zimbabwe working in that country on any project
established under a subsidiary arrangement or loan agreement; and

(c) ‘‘dependents’’ means

(i)

The spouse of a member of the Canadian personnel, including a person
of the opposite sex with whom the member of the Canadian personnel
has lived and publicly represented as his spouse for a period of not less
than one year before the commencement of his/her period of service in
Zimbabwe;

a child of the member of the Canadian personnel or his spouse who is —

(A) under twenty-one years of age and dependent on the member of the
Canadian personnel or his spouse for support, or

(B) twenty-one years of age or older and dependent on the member of
the Canadian personnel or his spouse for support by reason of a men-
tal or physical incapacity,

but not including a child from a previous marriage who does not nor-
mally reside with the member of the Canadian personnel or his spouse.
