28 of the. provisionol rules af procedure of the.
S.curity Council, a Commiffee of the Security
Council consisting of ail the members of the.
Cooncil, ta urtdertake the. following taslci and
ta report on ifs work ta the. Council with its
observations and recommendafions:
(a) To examine the. reports on the. progress of
the, imptementation of the present resolution
whi wil b. submitted by the.

8. Roquois the Secr.tary-Generaltfa provide
ail necessary assistance f0 the Committee and

ta moke the necessary arrangements in the.
Secretariat for the purpose;

9. D.c4ds that, nalwithstanding paragraphs 4
through 8 above, nothing in the present
resolution shali prohibif assistance ta the.
legitimate Government of Kuwait, and calls
upon ail States:
(a) To take appropriate measures ta protect
assets of the legitimate Government of Kuwait
and its agencies;
(b) Nof to recognize any regime set up by the
occupying Pawer;

10. R.quests the. Secretary-General ta report
to the Cauncil on the progress of the. im-
plementation af the present resolution, the first
report ta be submitted within thirty days;
