the house but I arn sure we will ail want to
take advantage of the opportunity of meeting
and hearing this great man who has in the
last f ew years meant so much to the free

Vi ait of President Eisenhower
nations of the world and who is still in a
position to do so much for the free nations
of the world.

I think most hon. members wouid be glad
to have the text of the address we will hear
f rom him tomorrow and if I have the unani-
mous consent of the house I would move,
so that it might be done at once and be
available in the report of today's proceedings:

That the address of the President of the United
States of America, Mr. Dwight D. Eisenhower, ta
he delivered before the members of the Senate and
of the House of Commons on November 14, 1953,
together with the Introductory and related
speeches, be included in the House of Comxnons
debates as an appendix and thus form part of the
recorda of this parliament.
