Act to incorporate the British and Colonial Insurance Company,” and have agreed 
to recommend that the name of the proposed Company be changed to the “ Colonial 
and British Insurance Company ; ” they have amended the said Bill accordingly, and 
recommend the same for the consideration ot The House.

Mr. Langevin, from the Select Standing Committee on Railways, Canals, and 
Telegraph Lines, presented the Seventh Eeport of the said Committee, reporting the 
following Bills, with amendments, viz :—

Bill No. 72 from the Senate, intituled : “ An Act to incorporate “ The European, 
American and Canadian Cable Company, (Limite!.) ”

Bill No. 42 to amend the Act incorporating “ The International Eailway Com­
pany ; ”—and

Bill No. 74 from the Senate, intitule 1 : “ An Act to incorporate “ The Napierville 
Junction Eailway and Quarry Company.”

With reference to Bill No. 72 from the Senate, intituled : “An Act to incorporate 
“The European, American and Canadian Cable Company (Limited),” the Committee ' 
have decided to grant more extensive powers than asked for in their Petition, by 
giving power to the Company to lay a cable, or cables, across the 1 acific, as well as 
across the Atlantic Ocean.
