As pointed out, this railway
traverses one of the richest mineral sec-
tions in the whole of Northern Ontario,
crosses many important streams and
rivers, down which will gaturally come
immense quantities of timber and other
products of all kinds, piercing the sheart
of the clay belt, the lands of which are
said to be equal to the best of older On-
tario, and the timber of which is practi-
cally inexhaustible, and will make M]Ch‘lv
picoten harbor and Sault.Ste, Marie
great lake ports and shipping centres,
similar to Port Arthur and Fort William.
There is no harbor on Lake Superior 80
advantageously situated for |the termi
nus of a railway, affording adcess to the
great clay belt, as Michipicoten. It is
nearer the heart of the territory by 150
miles or thereabouts that Sault Ste.
Marie, and Sault Ste. Marie is many
hundreds of miles nearer | than any
other- available harber, and no other
harbors could successfully | cope with
Michipicoten and Sault Ste. Marie in
competing for the trade of this great sec-
tion of country, and with cheap water
communication from these harbors to
the ports of Collingwood, Owen Sound,
Meaforg, Wiarton, Southampton, God-
erich, Kincardine, Sarnia, Windsor and
other lake ports, the tradé of this im-
mense northern country weuld be made
directly tributary to the well-settled por-
tions of older Qntario. }

What will be the direct: benefits to
the province if the proposition of the
railway company is accepted by the gov-
ernment :

1. The government will obtain the re-
turn from the railway company of be-
tween two and two and a half million
acres of land which is now Jocked up
from settlement, and which - coniains
very valuable timber and minerals and
much good agricultural Jands.

2. The government will save over a
quarter of a million dollars of cash
subsidy to which the railway company
is now entitled if it constructs the road.

3. The value of the lands of the pro-
vince tributary to the railway (both ‘tim-
ber and mineral, will be greatly in-
creased.

4. The government will have as a pro-
tection against being called upon o pay
anything on account of its guaranty a
first mortgage upon the entire railway,
its equipment and its fleet, and the
total government guaranty will only be
about 60 per  cent. of the total cost
of the railway, equipment and fleet.

At the present time the eyes of all
Canada and the mother land, as well,
are turned  upon the Canadian North-
west, and into that colintry the young
men of Onarie are going, and the sur-
plus moneys of Ontario are seeking in-
vestmint, and if Ontario is to -hold its
own, something must be done to utilize
its present undeveloped resources, and
no plan has so far been suggested that
is at all as likely to secure|this most
desirable end and to bring into promi-
nence the rich unoccupied lands of On-
tario as the construction of this rail-
way.
