GOLD STANDARD TO BE MAINTAINED.

Ila"e tor a Permanent Settlement
‘of the Alaska Boundary—Cuba
to Have Autonomy.

Washington, D.C., Dec. 5.—The first para-
graph of President McKinley’'s message,
delivered to the fifty-sixth Congress, to-day,
refers briefly to the recent death of Vice-
President Hobart. The President then
plunges Ilnto a review of the prosperous
conditions which have prevailed throughout
the country since his last mesSage was de-
livered. He unds that the exports of agri-
cuitural producis were $i54,776,142, and of
manufactured products $339,502,146, iarger
than any previous year,  Government re-!
ceipts from all sources for the uscal year
ended June 80, 189y, aggregated neariy
$611,000,000.
