Crown Attorney Curry Tells the Truth When He Describes
the Reason of This Young
Man’s Arrest,

George McClive Wlison, the well-known
paying-teller of the Merchants’ Bank, was
last eveningg conducted from his ‘place of
employment by Sergeant Detective Reburn
and Detective Cuddy to police headquarters,
and there charged with the theft of bank
funds amounting in al to $12,000. No ap-
plication for bail was made, and the pri-
soner remained in the cells the remainder
of the night.
Caused a Sensation.

The arrest, which caused considerable ex-
citement In police circles, was made after
an Investigation, which continued from
about 5 o'clock on Wednesday afternoon
111 6.30 o’clock last evening, the hour when
Wilson was taken into custody. All this
time the paying-teller, altho not exactly
under arrest, was not allowed to leave the

bank premises nor communicate with any-
body on the outside.

Police Kept It Quiet.
No mention was made of the case by
the police on Wednesday night, and it was
not until ugly rumors got afloat in banking
circles yesterday -that anything was heard
of it. The police conducted their investiga-
tlon quietly, and the manager of the bank,
when questioned about the disappearance
of a large amount of money, declined to talk
about it.

An Extensive Robbery.
The facts of the extensive robbery, how-
ever, came to light after Wilson was taken
in charge. The first intimation the head
of the bagking institution had that any-
thing was wrong was on Wednesday after-
noon, shortly after 4 o’clock, when Wilson
stepped into his office, and said that a
package confaining 1000 §10 Merchants’
Bank bills had disappeared, and he was
therefore that much short when he came
to make up his accounts. The matter was
thén reported to the police, but the man-
ager of the bank was adverse to allowing
the detectives to take any-steps. towards
making an arrest until after there was no
doubt of the money being really lost,

Detectives Went to Work,

Eventually Sergt. Reburn and Detective
Slemin were admitted to the bank premises,
and were given every assistance in work-
ing up the case. In conversation with the
bank officlals the officers learned. that Wil-
son was the only person who had a key to
the wicket from which the money disap-
peared, and that it weuld be impossible
for anyone to take the missing package un-
‘less they were able to, gain admittance.
The m;"lngftener was then suspected, and
on the advice of Sergt. Reburn Wilson was
placed in the manager’s office until the in-
vestigation was completed. The detéctives
worked hard up till 11 o'clock, when they
left, promising to be back early in the
morning to continue the search for the
missing money. %

Wilson Kept in the Bank.

In the meantime Wilson was left to sleep
in the bank premises in charge of the care-
taker. Sergt. Reburn and Detective Cuddy
resumed work on the case yesterday, and
at their suggestion Wilson's books were
carefully examined by expert accountants.

Paying Teller at the Merchants’ Bank Admits Being $2000 Short

in his accounts about $2000 besides the
amount of money in the package. Belleving
that their suspiclons about the loss of the
$10,000 were borme out by the audit, the
detectives requested Wilson to accompany
them to the police station, /

Took His Arrest Coolly.

Wilson took his arrest coolly, and, before
going with the officers, kissed his wife,
who had come down town to learn what
was keeping her husband‘'away from home.
On his arrival at the police station Wilson
did not ask for anything, except that his
legal adviser, Mr. John Greer, be sent foi.

Admitted Taking $2,000,

Shertly nttefw-rdn the  prisoner was
brought up from the cells, and had a ‘long
talk with Crown Attorney Curry and Mr.
Greer.‘ During the conversation Wilson ad-
mitted taking the $2000, the shortage ot
which was revealed by the examination of
the books. It is sald that the money was
taken in small amounts between the months
of November and April. Wilson, however,
sald nothing about the missing package
containing the $10,000, but it Is sald the
police are hopeful of finding It to-day.
Among Wilson's effects taken from him
after his arrest was a little diary, from
which the police gleaned some interesting
information. b

He Paid Big Interest.

It is said it contains a summary of
amounts borrowed by the prisoner fram
various local money lenders during the past
year at ruinous rates of interest. Une en-
try shows that $3000 was obtained In 'a
lump sum, and has all been paid baek,
except a little over $2000. There are other
entries of loans ranging In sums from $500
down,

Human Bloodsuckers.

Speaking of the Information contained In
the book, Crown Attorney Curry last night
saild : ‘“These men who will lend money at
that ruinous percentage are human blood-
suckers, and, in my opinion, are respousible
for more crime than all the bucket shops
put together. It is said the $2000 systema-
ically stolen was taken to pay back some
of these loans. The money was obtalned,
it is believed, by drafts which came ™ and
were not credited to the branch banks on
which they were drawn.”

Wilson Quiet and Steady.
" According to the officials of the hank,

and steady in his habits, and W
never for a moment suspected that any-
thing was wrong. He danie fo the loeal
branch of the bank 10 years ago, and was
in the receipt of a salary of $1200 per year.
When 17 years of age he entered  the
branch at Napanee, and remained there un-
til he was transferred to Toronto. The
prisoner is 37 years of age, and llves at
48 8t. James-avenue, where he has a com-
fortable home. W. G. Wilson, the well-
known barrister of Napanee who defend-
ed Mackie in the Dominion Bank robbery
case there, is a brother of the prisoner, and
was wired last night to come to Toronto at
once. The prisoner will appear in court this

morning.

THE CITY HAS A SURE CASE.

The city corporation, representing gas
consumers generally, rests its clalin on sn
act of the slature passed in 1887, cu-
titled “An Act to further extend the powers
of the Conmsumers’ Gas Company of To-
ronto.” Under this act the company is di-
rected to maintain certain accounts and 0
reduce the price of gas to consumers under
certain conditions. Clauses 4, 6 and 7 are
the ones on which the city bases its case.
They read as follows:

4, All shares to be Issued under the pro-
visions of this act shall be sold by public
auction after three weeks' notice'in two of
the dally newspapers published in the clty
of Toronto, such shares to be put up in
lots of ten shares each, and al} surpius
realized over the par value of the shares
so sold shall be added to the rest or re-
serve fund of the company, until the samne
shall be equal to one-half of the pald-up
capital stock ¢f the company, the true in-
tent and meaning being that the company
may at all'times bave and maintain a rest
or reserve fund equal to, but not exceed-
ing, one-half of the then pald-up capital
of the company, and which rest or reserve
fund may be invested in Dominlon or pro-
vinelal stock, municipal debentures, school
debentures, drainage debentures, deben-
tures of loan companies and mortgages
on real estate. :

6. There shall be created and maintained
by the company, out of the earnings of the
company, another fund, to be called the

In
accordance with his judgment, the judge
ordered an account to be taken of all
moneys disbursed by the company én their
business, and in the purchase of bulldings
and plant, (1) from and out of ‘their paid-
up capital, (2) from and out of the reserve
fund, (3) from and out of the plant and
buildings renewal fund, (4) from and out of
all, other moneys, including moneys re-
celved from premiums on sale of stock from
Apri), 1887,

Mr. Justice Ferguson's judgment was n
favor of the plaintiff in almost every par-
ticular. If the plaintiff’s counsel had been
authorized to draft the judgment himself
he could hardly have made it more favorable
to his client, o

The gas company appealed from the judg-
ment of Mr, Justice Ferguson to the Court
of Appeal for Ontario, That court reversed
the decision of Judge Ferguson on the
ground that Mr. Johnston, as an Individual
consumer, had no right of action. The
case was not argued on its merits at all,
the decision going against Johnston on a
mere techalcality, viz.,, that the right of
action did not Ue-in-himself, but thru the
Attorney-General. 1

An appeal was subsequently made from
the judgment of the Court of Appeal to the
Privy Council. This latter tribunal also
decided against Johnston, holding, as did
the Court of Appeal, that Johnston, in him-
#elf, had no right of action. From the time
the case left Mr. Justice Ferguson the &r-
gument was confined to the gquestion of
who was the proper party to institute pro-
cpedings, Judge Ferguson's judgment was
not disturbed by the Coult of Appeal or
Privy, Councll in any particular, except that
part of it where he holds that the plaintiff
Johnston was in a position to maintain the
action. The Privy Council holds that no pri-
vate consumer can bring an action against
the company for violation of the act of
1887, This right the law lords distinclly
state rests with the corporation of the city
of Toronto, We have the dictum of the
Privy Council, therefore, that the city of
Toronto is the proper party to bring the
action, If the suit had been Instituted by
the city of Toronto in the first place, in-
stead of by Johuston, the city would have
long ago had a final judgment in its favor.

‘While the judges of the Privy Council did
not go into the merits of the case at length,
they incidentally endorsed the judgment of
Judge Ferguson, as the following extracts
will show:

“It cannot, of course, be disputed,” the

LENY OF WORK FOR AL

Skilled and Unskilled Labor in De-
mand in the Mining Districts
of Cape Breton,

AT GLACE  BAY IN PARTICULAR

There is a Dearth of Men, and Ital-
ians Have Had to Be Imported

From New York.

Montreal, April 19.—(Speclial,)—There is
a great dearth of both skiiled and un-
gkilled labor in the mining districts of
Cape Breton, was the announcement made

to-day by Mr. B. F. Pearson, one of the

Nova Scotia directors of the Dominion
Steel and Iron Co. of Sydney, N, 8. Some
two hundred and fifty, he adds, have
gone from the Montreal distriet, and a
good many Itallans have had to be se-
cured from New York, not saying any-

thing about the colony from Fox Bay, At
Glace Bay, he adds, there.ls a very great
scarcity of labor, and any number of mienf
can get work.

Being questioned as to the - progress
made by the company, Mr. Pearson re-
plied that they would be mdking pig iron

In August, and some talked about an ear-
lier date, Iron ore is being brought from
the Newfoundland deposits at the rate of

a thousand tons a day, and this will soon
be increased, as the company will require
no 18s than 2000 tons daily, as soon as
their furnaces are ready, It requires, Mr,
Pearson adds, two tons of. ore to make
one ton of pig.

Housework is hard work at the
best.
