lessly or unlntelligently performed. He 
was always considerate of the feelings of 
the unfortunates who came into his hands 
thru the operations of the law, never sub­
jecting them to unnecessary rough treat­
ment or petty indignities. In his last dis­
astrous trip he may have shown too much 
leniency to his prisoners, who, while they 
smiled, had murder in their hearts. 1 
don’t think it contributed in any way to 
bis death. A loaded gun in his pocket and 
u harsh scowl on his face would not, un­
der all the circumstances and conditions, 
have prevented the fatal shot. But, how­
ever that may be, the county has lost a 
valuable officer, who sacrificed his life in

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Should Have a Van.
“There has been much comment, both In 

the press and on the streets, regarding the 
method of carrying prisoners from the jail 
to the Court House and return, and the 
County Council has been censured for not 
having procured a van specially made with 
a view to the safe conduct of prisoners. 
But why the county should be blamed more* 
than the city or provincial government 
does not appear. The city has a van for 
the conveyance of municipal prisoners, or 
those who are to be tried before the Po­
lice Magistrate, but city prisoners who 
elect to be tried by a judge and jury, or 
who have committed crimes not triable by 
the Police Magistrate, are brought up to 
the Oourt House qç,d- tftfcen back in cabs, 
just as the county prisoners are. There 
are many more city prisoners brought up 
in cabs than county prisoners. The govern­
ment pays all this .cab hire, both for city 
and county prisoners, but the government 
has no more right t# .furnish a van for the 
County of York than for any other county 
of the province.

“It would perhaps be well for the judl-. 
cial county to furnish such a van for the 
conveyance of this'class of prisoners, and 
I suggest that this matter be referred to 
a committee of council for consideration.”

Three resolutions were introduced to re­
cognize the services of Constable Stewart 
and to recompense the bereaved widow of 
Constable Boyd. This matter will be em­
bodied in the committee report dealing 
with the High Constable's report.
