.Leander, who used nightly te swim the
Hellespont to meet his lady love, is pro-
bably the first long-distance swimmer of
whom there is any definite record, tho the
Hellespont would not be thought a very
1xonnldnble strait by a modern athlete, as

strength of the current there, however,
renders it impossible for even a boat 1o
cross in.a direct line, 4nd Lord Byron.
who In 1810 swam the Hellespont in com-
pany with Lieutenant Ekenhead, actually
covered the distance of about four miles.
Among the Romans, Horatius, who swam
the Tiber after his herolc feat in keeping
Lars Porsena and his army at bay, can
hardly be reckoned among longdistance
swimmers, as the river is only about 10)
yards Aacross.

Apparently the first attempt ever made
to swim the English channel was in 1872,
when Johnson, known as the ‘‘hero of
Loondon bridge,” started from Dover. The
cold of the water, however, was so In-
tense that he was obliged to give In after
a comparatively short distance, but he i8
sald to have covered seven miles In 65
minutes. The next effort was that by the
famous Captain Webb three years later.
The first great swimming feat of Captain
Webb was his heroic attempt, when on
board the Cunard liner the Russia, tosave
a seaman who had fallen overboard in mid-
Atlantic. His next exploit was his 20-
mile swim from Blackwall to)\Grayvesend, a
distance he accomplished in s few minutes
under five hours. Then, Aug. 12, 1875,
he made his first attempt to-gross the
channel, which ended in failure. On Aug.
24 he again started, leaving Dover at 1
o'clock. A wind arose and the sea rough-
ened, and only his indomitable pluck en-
abled him to.keep up the struggle. He
finally landed at Calais at 10.40 a,m., after
being in the water 21 hours and 45 min-
utes. HIis success made him a popular
hero: he was greeted with the wildest en-
thuslasm wherever he went: and unfor-

and 60 miles, Many attempts have been
made. since to swim the channel, hut none
has been wholly successful. Fisher and
Dalton attempted to swim from Dever to
Ramegate, a feat which Captain Webb
bad once performed, but were unsuccess-
ful. In 1807 Peter McNally of Boston start-
ed -from Dover at 11 o'clock, accompanied
hy a lugger. As a suitable diet he chose
beef extract, essence of ginger and chew-
ing tobacco. By 8 o’clock exhaustion be-
gan to set in and he suffered greatly from
eramp: but he went doggedly on until he
became delirioug and his friends dragged
him forelbly Into the lugger. The last at-
tempt, and one which was very near suc-
cceeful. was that of Frank Heolmes, in
Sepf®mber, 1898. Starting from Dover. he
swam within &ix miles of {the ¥French
coast, when, & fog coming on and the wind
beginning to rise, he abandoned his at-
tempt.

A GENERAL SHAKING-UP,
There certainly was no justification for

the nssnssluuﬂonht Présldent McKinley,
but at the same time that event seems
destined to exercise a most beneficent ef-
fect on the people of the United States. It
is as if they had discovered a malignant
growth on the body politic, and they are
diagnosing the "patient from top to bottom,
inside and outside, to discover the cause
of the malady. In the diagnosis every
weak spot In the system is belng exposed,
whether it has any connection with the
malignant growth or not. A general over-
hauling of the system has been decided on,
and the patient is now in the hands of the
doctors. But it Is not an easy matter
for the practical and editorial doc-
tors to tell just what Is the matter
with the United States. They have insti-
tuted a hot discussion over the matter,
especial the editorial doctors, who,
additlon, have got into a flerce fight be-
tween themselves. The New York Sun,
for instance, is charged with inculeating
Anarchist principles, especialiy under the
elder Dana, iwhile The Sun and other
papers connect the yellow journals with
the assassination of the President. While
the papers are fighting among themselves,
the people have become aroused to the
necessity of enforcing a more general re-
gpect for the law and dealing more vigor-
ously with the preachers of lawlessuess.
There is to be a general cleaning out of
the rascals, “whether,”” as one paper says,
“they be at the top or bottom of the
financial and social scale; whether they
prowl in the byways or sit In conspicuons
dishonor in the chairs of Mayors and Gov-
ernors, or on the bench itself.”
