The
reckless breaking up of this condition will
mean trade confusion, cut wages and de-
{moralization of cdal eecurities. It is am-
azing to find the administration atill pur-
wuing a policy of heedless destruction af-
ter all the harm that has been done.

The great public, high and low, appear
to approve of all these attacks on corpor-
ations, The intense bitterness against
railroads and public utility corporations,
among so many people, is one of the quite
evident factors in the present eituation.
1t .becomes interesting to, inquire why
this is so. The'conclusion. cannot but be
reached that it is the outcome of many
vears of oppression of the individuals of
the publi¢, whenever they have come in
contact with the servants and officials of
the companies. It cannot. be denied “that,
except during the last year, courtesy and
consideration, and . even fairness, have
been left out of dealings by nearly all the
big corporations with the people, and in-
difference, contumely and oppression have
peen the rule. Individuals rich or poor
bave experienced this. The subway guard
abuees you; the' station afent, the ticket
seller, baggage man, cohductor, trainmen,
have for vears assumed a surly, uncompro-
mising attitude in dealing with the indi-
vidual patron, high and low. The man
who receipts your gas bill, inepects. your
meter, or listens grudgingly to your com-
>laints, has persistently assumed that in
ais official capacity he was dealing with a
eowet order of beings than himself. This
ong continued rule of practice has creat-
pd a feeling of hate against large public-
serving ~corporations.

If ten years ago a policy of the utmost
.ourtesy and desire to please and do jus-
tice to-ite patrons, such as prevaile in high
clase retail stores and the best hotels, had

INFLUENCES GOVERNING PRICES

The stock market, which, notwithstand-
ing the country prejudice against Wall
Street, deals in prices of the perfected
and most highly developed business un-
dertakings of the whole nation, and is
thus representative of all busihess, is een-
sitively influenced by the political and fin-
ancial conditions to which we have refer-
red. There enter in also the conditions of
business throughout the country showing
still large volume, but with some signs of
decline. ' Credit in the strictly business
world, however, appears to be not really
impaired, and some failures reported. seem

|to be due more to impossibility of obtain-

ing money, and because of overflowing de-
mand for output and conetruction, than
by reason of any internal ' unsoundness.
The crop condition is admittedly below
former years, but improving daily and still
capable of showing eventually reasonable
volume of harvest. Other states, impress-
ed by governor Hughes’ example, are be-
ginning to follow it with defeat, of 2-cent
fare bills, which is a favorable feature of
current political news. The .announce-
ment of intended withdrawal of $30,000,-
000 government deposits in July, while
slightly influencing the money rate, is off-
set as a decidedly hardening factor, be-
cause it is felt that payments for bonds
will counterbalance the withdrawals. Fur-
ther gold exports are materializing. With
all these adverse and uncertain influences
overhanging the market, and especially the
status of railroad credit, there is little
chance of any permanent advance in_prices
for a long time to come. The speculator
for small profits, if he has the nimble, un-
impassioned expertness- of the profession-
al, may glean in the chifting ups and
downs, varying losses or gains, dependent
upon his agility or lack of it.

(as thus far recorded), and dipping vquv
ently every now and then! With faith in
the country’s future, and.there should be
no lack of this, the investor may reap re-
wards from well selected purchases.

BARK WILDWOOD IN PORT

She is Towed Here From Bermuda
and Will be Broken Up,

The old St. John bark Wildwood arriv-
ed in port yesterday afternoon from Ber-
muda in a dismantled condition in tow of
the American tug Gladisfen, Captain H.
S. Chester. The bark was anchored off
Sand Point in the stream and the tug
docked at Reed's Point wharf. Captain
Chester of the tug was glad to reach port
with his heavy tow and relates the follow-
ing story of his trip:

The tug left St. George, Bermuda, on
June 6th. and everything went well until
the 9th, when theiwind blew hard from
the north and it was all the tug could do
to hold her own. On the 10th at 5 o’clock,
it blew a gale and those on board thought
it was all over with them for a moun-
tainous cross eea broke over the starboard
il and the tons of water crashed through
the deckhouse wall as if they had been
made of paper. The side of the house was
stove in from the after cabin to the fire
room, a distance of about 15 feet, and con-
siderable water found its way into the
fireroom of the boat. As quickly as pos-
sible, Capt. Chester puts hig tug's bow to

| the sea to save her from foundering and

his crew set to work with canvas and
boards to repair the gap made in the deck
house. In an hour repairs were made so
that the seas breaking over the tug would
not find their way into the hold. It was
just two years ago last Christmas eve
when Captain Chester towed the old Wild-
wood, dismasted and abandoned, into Ber-
muda. .

When the old bark was abamdoned by
the underwriters and sold at ‘Bermuda for
the benefit of all: concerned she was pur-
chased by Louis Miller of Boston.

_ After making necessary repaira the Glad-
isfen will return to Bermuda. ’

The bark Wildwood, of 1,425 tons, was
launched from the Courtenay Bay ship-
yards in 1883 by Mr. Dunlop. The Wild-
wood was formerly owned by Wm Thom-
son & Co. Mr. Miller, her present owner,
says he will eell the hulk if any pérson
wishes to purchase; but if not he will beach
her on the Courtenay Bay shores and
break her to pieces for junk within a
short distance of where 24 years ago she
was put together.

The bark looks at a distance to be in
good condition and ie said to be sound.
