Petrograd, Sept. 8—Grand Duke Nicholas has been tranferred 
to the Caucasus by Emperor Nicholas.
CZAR RULES FORCES ON LAND AND SEA

London, Sept. 8—Emperor Nicholas has assumed command not 
only of the military but the naval forces of Russia. An army order 
issued and signed by the emperor, is quoted as follows by Reuters’ 
correspondent at Petrograd:

“Today I have taken supreme command of all my forces of the 
sea and land armies operating in the theatre of war.

“With firm faith in the clemency of God and with unshaken as­
surance of final victory, we shall fulfill our sacred duty to defend our 
country to the last. We shall not dishonor the Russian land.”

London, Sept. 8—An army order issued by Grand Duke Nicholas, 
whoTtafi been commander-in-chief of the Russian forces, conveys the 
nference that Emperor Nicholas, in assuming supreme command of 

his armed forces, has supplanted the grand duke.
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The sixteen year 'old son of William
M. Stevens, a commercial man of Truro,

"Nflle post to which Grand Duke Nicholas has been transferred Is of rela­
tive unimportance as compared with the prestige and vast powers of Ms former 
iftice as commander-in-chief of all Rus-sia's great fighting forces. The Caucas­
ie campaign presents only a minor aspect of the war. The Russian and Turk­

ish forces involved in the struggle in the Black S-a region are not large.
Although there was heavy fighting in the Caucasus earlier in the war, hos­

tilities have been conducted in only a perfunctory manner for several months, 
as both of the nations, involved had need of all available forces In other quarters.

London, Sept. 8—A Petrograd de-

DISCOVERY IN ONTARIO

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Toronto, Sept. 8—A special to the 
Globe from Cobalt says:

The Dodds discovery, made about 
eleven miles north of the National 
Transcontinental Railway, 297 miles 
west of Cochrane, consists of a rich, 
narrow ore body from two to right 
inches wide, and not stripped more than 
twenty or thirty feet

She has been spending a 
vacation with relatives in the Queen 
city, but promptly wired her acceptance 
of an invitation to be present tomorrow 
and tell why she so willingly consented 
to her husband and son taking up the 
fight for king and country.

Another interesting speaker tomorrow 
will be Mrs. Warren of East St. John, 
who has but recently returned from the 
hospitals of France, where she was en­
gaged in her old profession of nursing 
among the wounded French and English 
soldiers. Mrs. Warren is the wife of 
one of the engineers engaged in the East 
St. John harbor construction, and is 
glad of the opportunity of assisting the 
present campaign, though she modestly 
avers she is not a platform speaker. The 
public knows, however, that Mis. War­
ren is a patriotic English worker, which 
is better.
