ARTHUR MERRITT MAGEE,
Formerly of St. John, who enlisted with
Calgary es, He is wounded in
France,

Arthur Merritt Magee, ‘son of Mr.
and Mrs. John B. Magee of Mecklen-
burg street, is the latest St. John boy
reported wounded. The word was con-
veyed in an official form post card from
France to his mother, which says that
he was wounded. but is doing well. ‘As
the card appears to have been address-
ed by some one else this was taken to
mean that his. wound was somewhat
serious but the fact that he ‘was able to
sign it himself was taken as grounds for
hope that his condition was not so bad
as might bef His many friends here will
earnestly hope for his rapid recovery.

Mr. Magee, who is twenty-three years
old, was a member.of the staff of the
Royal Bank of Canada and was attach-
€d to the branch in Calgary when war
was declared. He enlisted with the’ first
contingent. So far his name has not fp-
peared in the official casualty lists pub-
lished here and his family has not been
notified yet by the department.

How Tippetts Was Wounded

In a letter to his brother, Harry Tip-
pett of Fairville, “Bud” Tippett tells of
the circumstances under which he was
wounded. He was first wounded in the
legs and started for the rear. On his
way he saw a British officer shot down
and turned to fire on the German
sniper who had shot him. As he was
aiming he received a bullet that shat-
tered his arm and left him almost help-
less. He crawled into a wheat field where
he lay for several hours until picked up
by a bearer corps and carried to the
field hospital. Thence he was taken to
the base hospital and finally to Cardiff,
Wales, where he is now on the road to
recovery.

Gordon Nuttall of this city, in a let-
ter to his father, John T. Nuttall, tells
of being through the big battle of Neuve
Chappelle. He is with the signalling
corps and was engaged in laying a cable
under fire and had several narrow es-
capes, one of his comrades being killed
at his side.

A  suggestion which might lead to
better results and greater economy in |
the administration of the county msti-|
tutions, has been made by County Secre- |
tary J, King Kelley, K.C. At present |
there 'is a separate board, commission or;
committee for the general public hospi- |
tal, the municipal home, the new tuber-
culosis hospital, and the hard labor pris-~
oners, and each works independently ofi
the other. Mr. Kelley ®strongly advo- |
cates the formation of a central commit- '
tee on which each of these would be re-
presented for the purposes of securing
the co-operation of all. :

The work of the three institutions
overlaps to a certain extent, and a cen-
tral committee could, he believes, deal
more readily with such cases than by
present method. There is also the prob-
lem of the purchase of supplies. It is
probable that substantial saving could
be effected by purchasing supplies of all
kinds at one time and getting the bene-
fit of the larger contracts. Aghin there
is the problem of labor. Many of those
in the municipal home are able to per-
form some labor and some of the
patients in the new tuberculosis hospital
will be able to do a bit of work about
the place. ‘With the aid of the hard
labor gang much of the rough work
around the various institutions could be
accomplished, it is believed, at little cost
and with satisfactory results. It is pos-
sible that the idea may be taken up
later on by the county couneil.
