San Francisco Court Grants White Wife 
of a Boston Chinese Doctor $100 a

San Francisco, March 24—Mrs. El vide 
G. Cheng, white wife of Enseng W.
Cheng, a Chinese physician of Boston, 
was granted a divorce in the Smperior 
Court here on the ground of extreme 
cruelty.
