Citizen Places $60 at Disposal of
Rev. Mr. Barraclough to Assist

-in Project

; A generous citizen has placed $60 at
the disposal of Rev. Mr. Barraclough,
and intimated that it might be increased
to $150, to get apples from country or-
chards for distribution among the poor
€amilies of the city.

The apples would be distributed
among all the pastors in the city, with-
out distinction of creed, so that the
benefit might be universal.

There is as yet no definite plan. It is
known that farmers along the.river have
tons of apples literally going to waste.
Doubtless they would be glad to con-
tribute some of them for this worthy
purpose. In that case the only expense
would be in picking, barrelling and
freighting them to the city, and doubt-
less the freight would be made a merely
nominal sum.

Rev. Mr. Barraclough would be glad
to hear from any farmers who will con-
tribute fruit. The apples should be
sound fall apples, and perhaps some No.
2 winter fruit could be included. As the
time is so short not much can be done
this fall, but next year an earlier start
may be made and the farmers aided in
getting at least something for all their
fruit, while poor people will get a sup-
ply at small cost.

Rev. Mr. Barraclough will be glad to
have the co-operation of any citizen in
this work. It is for the benefit of the
poor of all the churches, 4nd especially
the children.

H. S. Calver, United States consul at
St. John, said this morning that he had
so far done nothing with regard to the
three German sailors taken yesterdayf
from the Standard Oil tug Security by |
local militia authorities, nor did he an-
ticipate that there would be any un-
pleasantness or difficulty resulting from
the action.

Asked if he had satisfied himself as
to the militia’s authority in taking the
men from the vessel, Mr. Culver said,
“War makes authority which might not
be recognized in time of peace. So far
as the case itself is concerned, I am not’
clear on the point and therefore have no !
desire to discuss it. I have, however, re-
ferred to several cases and find that the
idea prevails that when foreigners ship;
on a vessel of another country they for;
the time are treated as citizens of thel
country under whose flag the vessel
sails. In’ one of the cases a United
States vessel arrived at Hamburg, Ger-
many, and aboard her was a german
sailor who was liable for military duty.
He was taken off and 'later the German
authorities were dompelled to release
him.”

Altogether four tiien were taken from
the Security on her arrival here yester-
day, but one of them was able to show
that he was a naturalized American
subject and was allowed to go. The
other three were found to be Germans,
although one of them represented to the
American consul that he had made his
first application for citizenship in the
United States some two or three months
ago, but so far had not been accepted.
The trio are still at the armory and
their detention has been reported to
the divisional headquarters at Halifax,
as is usual in all cases of this kind, but
no insfructions have been received.

Colonel McAvity said this morning
that the fact that there were Germans
aboard the Security was reported to him
by the collector of customs and his ac-
tion followed. :
