British Government Pays £15,000 for
Aeroplane - Patents, :

. The lLondon Morning Post’s aero-

nautical correspondent writes:

“Until the matter of a month or two
ago it was still the fashion of this
country for aeroplane designers, manu-
facturers and others, boldly to assert
that there was nothing in the Wright
patents. No publicity was given to the
fact .that the time had now arrived
when the Wright interests intended to
settle the business of their claims here
even as they had done in America.

“One of the largest manufacturers
and employers of the Wright organiza-
tion went to the fountain head by serv-
ing a writ on the government by way of
the Royal Aircraft factory at Mervin,
Ogorman, its civilian superintendent,
was the nominee of the War Office in
the proceedings that had been going on
quietly for more than a year for a claim
of £25,000.

It is satisfactory to know that the
government have now settled terms with
the British- Wright Company by paying
a lump sum of £15,000 for the past, pres-
ent and future use of the Wright pat-
ents, taken out by Wilbur and Orville
Wright, the offer of this amount being
accepted by the British Wright Company,

to relieve the government from any un-

necessary embarrassment during the
stress of war.

“This is a matter of congratulation to
hoth sides. Henceforth there will never
be any argument on the part of con-
structors in the country who embody any
Wright features in their aeroplanes. In-
stead they will do the customary thing
of either paying a royalty or in offering
given parts from the British Wright
Company. The happy solution further
means that such fi*ms as have manufac-
tured machines to order for the Royal
absolved from
proceedings by the British Wright Com-
pany.

“Those who know the surviving broth-
er, Orville Wright, however, will be
aware that the decision means more than
all this to him. He places beyond price
the recognition of the work done by him-
self and his late brother, whereby they
were the first men in the world to ac-
complish flying by motor driven aero-
planes.

“It is to be hoped that those who
formerly have been so’ bold in asserting
that there was nothing in the Wright

claims will now have the honesty to

come forward and publish’ abroad with
equal prominence the fact that the Brit-
ish government has shown its opinion of
the validity of those claims by paying

£15,000 in cash to the British Wright
Company.”
