Besides arranging for testiony concern-
ing Bepttie's relations with Beulah' Bin-
ford as indicative of his alleged desire to
eliminate his wife, so that companionsbip
with the Binford girl might continue un-
obstructed, the commonwealth was pre-
pared td pour into the record the evidence

of Beattie’s alleged physical: illness in an
effort to show that the prisoner feared his
wife: might inform his father and that
the latter then might disown him. :
From Richmond’s underworld, the prose-
cution has secured witnesses to testify as
to Beattie's visit to certain resorts and as
to his being seen at these places with the
Binford 'girl. The prosecution intended to
make a signal effort to impress the jury
with the testimony regarding the motive
and it was _considered not at all impossible
that if, by ‘the end ‘of the/day, the ap-
parent effect on the jury had been suf-
ficiently strong, they would not revert
again in the trial to this line of argument.
Such a contingency would mean, it is ad-
mitted, the possible elimination from the
stand of Beulah' Binford “The Girl in The
Casé,” from whom' the public, but feith-
er the prosecution nor the defence, has
looked forward for dramatic testimony.
