The followiug item gives another
illustration of the use that may be made of
this paiticular phase of respect for the
Sabbath :—

A story is told of a Metkodist chuarch in
Buffalo, N. Y, that hir:d an corganist who
played its organ for a year. When bis con-
tract ran out, the chuich owed him $36 50.
He broaght an action in the municipal court.
In his answer tu the complaint, tha attorney
for the charch set up the defence that all
the work done by the plant:ff for the de-
fendant was done on Suanday, that it was
n.ither necessary nor charitable work, that,
therefore, it was performed in violation of
the stite’s Suuday laws, and so the plantiff
is not entitled to recover. The nearest to a
parallel to this waa the case of a buy oo
trial for the killing of his father, who acrked.
ed leniency from the jury on the ground
that he was an orphan.

Stranding of the S:h. “Mary Sleanor.”

On Saturday 14th inst., the 98 ton
schooner Mary E'eanor, hailiog from Halifax
and owned at Arichat by her captain, Philip
Poiriér and her mate, Geoffrey Poirler, ran
ashore off Herricg Ccve, about two miles
above E comiuac lighthouse. There was no
gcod reason for the stranding of the vecsel,
for the weather and wind were favorable,
and the bottom forming a very gradual grade
in shoaling towards the shore, It is prob-
able that the lead was not used ac all or that
the wheelsman was asleep. The vessel hada
cargo of ecreened house coal from Sydney,
for C.:l. Call, Newcastle, There were about
149 ¢ .us ou board, and it was insured. The
vessel was uniosured. The captain, without
making any adequate effort to get the
schooner (ff,advertised her for sals oa Satar-
day last, Meantime, the gencral agent of
the Manheim Iasurance Company, with
whom the coal was insured, heard of the
stranding of the schooner and asked the
company’s agent hera, Mr. C. A. C. Bruce,
to look after their interests, Mr. Brucs,
therefore, left Chatham with a decked scow
in tow of the tug, Elith, on Friday last and
also engaged the -80-ton schooner, Spring
Bird, Capt. Wm. Gironard, to go to the
vicinity of the stianded vessel, for the pur.
pose of receiving the coal should Mr. Brace
be able to ecow 1t irom her. Mr, Bruce also
took three coal shovellers frum Chatham and
depended on getting other help near the
wreck.

Euly oo Situidey morning the Edith
went alongside of the Mary Eleanor and
found her fall of water, wuch of which he
had pumped out with the tag's steam pump,
and it was found.tlat the vessel was com
paratively tight, Tne shoveliers were soon
ab work and on Saturday night about 30
tons of coal had been transferced by the
scow to the Spring Bird.

Mr. Bruce, by telegraph to Kscuminac Po:nt
on Saturday, thut he ciaimel paymeat of
the freight on the ccal—a rather unique and
iuterestivg prugeeding, in view of his iu-
differenc: as to whether he got his vessel
off the ground or not.
