them the needed rest after landing be-
fore putting them into service. Con- |
sequently they go to the front in a|
weakened condition, and not getting a
sufficient amount of food they die.!
Since the beginning of the Boer war
England has purchased over 10,000 head
of horses and mules in the United
States. It required sixty-five ships to
carry them from New Orleans to South
Africa. Government transports will
be kept very busy from now on Carry-
ing the horses which England will need
in South Africa and which have been
ordered purchased in the TUnited
States. Baden Powell now has 25,000
mounted police, and it is proposed to
mount 30,000 of the Imperial infantry.
