In a railway
acciCent her father was killed and
Mrs. Dixon brought her three children to
St. John. For a time thay lived on Main
street, North End and then she placed her
children in the institution mentioned. She
then went to Boston. Bertha, as told,
s2cured a home with Miss Selfridge and a
good home too, and one which she would
be loth to leave. Tbis was shown when a
few weck ago Mrs. Dixon came from Bos-
ton to visit her children. She took back
with her the two younger ones but Bertha
and Miss Selfridge had become endeared
to each other and the little girl chose to re-
main with her guardian.

Regorted Shortages was the Subject of Dis
cussion—The Auditing Committee found
the Books all Right—Everybody Satisfi-
©d—Otber Halifax Matters.

Havrrax, Oct. 8.—The Union Engine
Company held a protracted and animated
meetivg last night. The subject of dis-
cussion was the reportcd shortage in the
funds of the pavy. 1 bers
bad keard the alarming rumors that were
afloat and thsy had pressed for a thorough
investigation. The auditing committee ac-
cordingly went into the books with great
care, and it is pleasing to state that
they found everything to be all right.
Some of the «cflicers’ books had
not been posted as promptly as they might
bave been, aud the treasurer had been ill
for many weeks. It was those facts that
caused the uofortunate rumors, and which
made the unpleasant proceedings at lsst
might's meetirg necessary. The auditing
committee found the $800 of the company's
reserve fund to be unimpaircd, except for
aathorized expenditures, for each of which
a voucher was produced. Ex-Captain
Murphy urged the appointment of an
exp:rt accountant to make an inverti-
gation and fully satisfy any doubters. A
committee was moved for to audit the
auditors report, but both these proposals
were rejected by a standing vote, the meet-
ing having been satirfied by the auditors
themselves that there was nothing more to
learn and that everything was just as it
should bs. The U. E. C. are to be con-
gratulated that this threatened trouble has
ended so satisfactorily, even if it did take
& four hours' meeting to bring it about.

THBIR VERY EXPENSI V: HABITS
In the Desire to be mc Bwim They Spend
More Than They Earn,

Havirax, Oct. 8. —The young men of
Halifax, and many of the older ones as well,
practice too expensive habits of living.
They live far beyond their means. In the
mad desire to keep in the swim with a cer-
tain set, or to bave ‘a good time’, which
the state of their finances should forbid,
they spend more money than they earn.
Sooner or later tte end comes in a smash,
while even before that they endure misery
more or less prolonged. There has been
an epidemic for some weeks past in Halitax
of gocial ‘smashes’ csused by extravagrant
living, and quite an exodus has taken place.
Commencing with th3 exit ofa prominent
shipping clerk, who emigrated so suddenly
and left €0 very many mourniog creditors
behind, there bave been many others. The
bicycle has sent away its full quota of exo-
dians, andit will doubtless yetsend many
more before the snow flies. Rarely do we
bear of young men who earna living by
mechanical pursuits being compelled to
‘skip out.’ It is most frequently the
bookkeeper or the clerk who lives so far
beyond his means who finally in desperation
flies from the presence of Lis creditors and
tetakes himeelt to parts unknown. The
record of such - emigrations frem this city
is sadly large, though tke length of the
list is curtailed somewhat by the superior
&ctively ot the creditor, as for instance the
case of the alderman who recently caught
bis man and jailed him. The capais iy
an iostrument very often brought into
requisition in Halifax, and under its pree-
sure the friends of spendthrift young men
are all too frequently bled.

A Wholesale Raid,

The quietness that settled upon the city
after the big show, so far as police circles
knew, was disturbed Friday morning at an
early hour by a visit of two equads of of-
ficers to the houses of Frankie Raymond
and Grace Walker and the arrest of all
the inmates.
