The first lifeboat launched by the 
Carmania after she arrived In the 
vlplnlty of the Voltumo fought the 
eeae for three and a half hours, accord­
ing to the spectators, only the use 
of sea anchors and the magnificent 
seamanship of First. Officer Gardiner 
saved the craft and its crew from 
certain destruction.

As the senior officer present, Cap­
tain Barr took command of the res­
cue operations, he directed the smal­
ler vessels to stand close in as they 
ran less risk than the Carmania, and 
he had rigged by his crew additional 
searchlights with which the whole 
ecene was kept vividly Illuminated.

The absence of more survivors on 
hoard the Carmania is explained by 
the fact that aa many as possible were 
placed on westbound vessels.

After opening the meeting, J. M. 
Robinson, president of the Board of 
Trade, briefly reviewed the work of 
the delegation which Interviewed the 
government and the head of the C. P. 
R., and commended the enthusiasm 
with which various members of the 
delegation addressed themselves to 
the task that had been Imposed upon 
them.

Senator Thorne followed in a brief

Philadelphia, Oct. 13.—The speed, 
gun and torpedo trials of the prac­
tice cruiser "Fot Hung,” off the Dela­
ware Capes, during the last few days, 
were very successful, according to a 
statement given out today by the Now 
York Shipbuilding Company, which re­
cently completed the warship for the 
Chinese government. “Foi Hung” ar­
rived at the company’s yard at Cam­
den, N. J., today to be prepared for 
her long voyage to the east.

The trials, according to the com­
pany, have proved the ship, which is 
fitted with all the latest devices and 
improvements, to be the speediest of 
her class afloat. Guaranteed by her 
builders to maintain a speed of twen­
ty knots an hour, the "Foi Hung" at­
tained a speed of 22% knots. A 24- 
hour’s endurance trial,at a speed of 
18 knots was run to determine the 
fuel consumption, and this test was 
also declared to be satisfactory.

All the guns to the ship’s armament 
were tested, being fired with full bat­
tle charges and Chinese officers, who 
wore on the trial trip, 
themselves as satisfied with the per­
formance of the ship. The "Foi Hung” 
Is a protected cruiser of about 26 
hundred tons displacement. She is 
320 feet long. The propelling machin­
ery consists of three steam turbines, 
which are supplied with steam by 
three water tune boilers, one of which 
is fitted for burning oil fuel. The ar­
mament of the "Foi Hung" consists of 
two six-inch, four four-inch, two three, 
inch rapid-fire guns, six threo-pound-

My version Is 
they knew that as soon as it was ad­
vertised that St. John would get the 
four boats Halifax and Nova Scotia 
would be up in arms and pressure 
would be brought to bear upon the gov­
ernment to induce it to give the C. P.

Asked why two of the big mail boats 
were not sent to St. John and two 
to Halifax he stated that In that event 
two separate organizations for vic­
tualling, laundrying and other work 
would have to be maintained, and ad­
vertising would have to be done all 
over the world, Involving extra cost 
and complications. «

This answer was not satisfactory, 
though lt could be readily understood 
that dividing the boats between SL 
John and Halifax would involve 
extra expense 

Sir Thomas also stated that so far

Importance of St. John’s geographical 
position has been sacrificed for twen­
ty-five years, he added, and went on 
to condemn the former agreement giv­
ing the C. P. R. the right to run a 
train a day to Halifax, saying it had 
cost the country $300,000 a year. In 
conclusion he said the delegation 
should be congratulated on the way 
lt had fought for SL John, and urged 
the Importance of putting the inter­
ests of the port and country above 
politics.

the fleet of rescuing ships was able to 
get away a number of lifeboats and 
take off all the survivors.
