Toledo, Ohio, June 26—Jess Willard 
and Jack Dempsey today entered the 
home stretch on their training grind 
In preparation for their heavyweight 
championship contest here, July 4.

Willard announced that he would 
continue to work as he has been do­
ing for the last week—boxing from 
8 to 10 rounds—and taking three or 
four rounds of shadow boxing and ex­
ercises to strengthen his abdominal 
muscles. The champion la pleased 
with his condition and is confident 
that he will be In the best shape oT 
his career when he climbs through 
the ropes to face his youthful chal-

Before boxing ten rounds at his 
Maumee Bay camp today, Willard hop­
ped on the scales and balanced the 
beam at pounds, which Is six
and a quarter pounds below the weight 
he made for hla championship match 
with Jack Johnson in Havana in 1815. 
The champion said he expected to en­
ter the ring weighing about 240 pounds 
as the drying out process of the last 
36 hours before ring time would burn 
up the surplus flesh on his hug?

The champion merely toyed with his 
sparring partners this afternoon, tail­
ing to extend himself at any time. He 
did not attempt to land any more 
than a half dozen solid blows and kept 
up a repartee with the crowd which 
roared when Willard dropped his hands 
to hie sides and allowed his sparring 
mates to wallop him on the stomach 
and on the jaw.

The challenger boxed his usual six 
rounds with Bill Tate, the Jamaica 
Kid, and Jock Malone, stepping twq 
with each man. The Jamaica Kid was 
knocked to his haunches with a wick­
ed right hander to the chin end re­
mained on his knees until the count 
of six before seeking refuge in a 
clinch. Although Dempsey pulled his 
punches while boxing with Malone, 
the SL Paul welterweight, had his 
teeth loosened when the challenger 
let fly an uppercut while breaking 
away from a clinch.

Manager Kearna announced tonight 
that Dempsey would wind up his train­
ing next Wednesday. The challenger 
scaled 197 before the ring this after­
noon.
