Plan for Compulsory Work
Meets With Their Disap-
proval—Claim it Slavery.

Berlin, Sept 30.—The socialists are
much perturbed over the fact that
Herr Scholz Minister of Economics,
in order to solve the problem of un-
employment, is preparing a plea for
forcod labor. At the present time,
there are sald to be some 420,000
drawing unemployment pay from the
government, woich amounts to. sev-
eral millions of marks weekly. Toend
the drain, the Scholz scheme is said
to contemplate forming this vast num-
ber into an army of workers under
the direction of the state. Women are
to be included as well as men and
they are to be sent whereéver needed
to perform necessary labor. The plea
has been highly apprové 'by a writer
in the Boersen Zeitung,{ jjo says that
taxation has falled to save Germany
from ruin and the only salvation is
the disctplined work to which the Ger-
man people are accustomed.

The writer euggests that such a
work army could be used in reclaim-
ing more lands, building roads, re-
paving streets and building houses for
miners in the Ruhr district.

C. P. R. Counsel Argues Side
of Transportation Compa-
nies at Ottawa Hearing.

Ottawa, Sept. 30—That a railway

company is entitled to whatever prof- x

its are involved in working under
rates that are fair and reasonable was
the crux of the argument advanced
by 'W. N. Tilley, K. C, chief counsel
for the C. P. R. in opposing the re-
quest for a reversal of the decision of
the railway board by the governor-in-
council in the ratlway rates case be-
ing argued before the premier and
his colleagues.

The whole rate situation, he said,
had beén reviewed in connection with
thé western and eastern rates cases
previous to 1917, under rates which
the rallway board had found to be
just and reasonable and not involying
any discrimination. But, owing to the
increased cost of operating expenses,
the new rates proved to be insufficient
and application had to be made for
an increase which was not granted
until early 1918.

Dealing with the operations of the
company during 1917 under “fair and
reasonable rates,” Mr. Tilley said that
the surplus for the year was $12,420,-
916. The return was only $5,473 on the
actual cash investment of $82 5 b
which wag $200,000,000 less ti
capital issues while the surpus was
only 152 om the total investment,

Replying to a question by Sir
James Lougheed, Mr. Tilley express-
ed the view that it should represent
half the current value of money, In
other words, if the current value of
money was seven per cent. the sur-
plus should be three and a half per
cent, on the investment,

Labor Demands Increase

To the argument that the rates
were discriminatory against the West
inasmuch as the increase came during
the last four months of the year when
the crop movement was heaviest, Mr.
Tiley answered that a period of the
increase was necessitated by the de-
mands of labor. The railways had
been threatenmed by a general strike
unless wage increases were granted
The railway companies felt that it
was most important, in view of the
crop movement, to keep their em-
ployes at work in order to avoid any
tie up of this movement. But it
might fairly be argued that the traf-
fic which necessitated the increased
wages should pay the increased cost.

Right Hon. Arthar Meighen dis-
sented to this argument. The in-
creased rates should be spread over
the whole country insofar as possible,
he said.

Statement a Guess .

Mr. Tilley asserted that the state-
ment of the chief commissioner in his
judgment that Western rates are from
fifteen to eightee per cent higher
than e&_&tem was merely a guess and
put forward as a justification of the
action of thé board in making the
western increage five per cent less
than the eastern. He quoted figures to
sh'ow that present gross earnings per
mile in the east are $19,173, as com-
pared with $12405 in the west. le
