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AT HALL MINES SMELTER}

While the Trail district may justly ;
boast of its big smelter, belonging to the §
Canadian Consolidated Mining & Smelt- !
ing company, yet the more immediate
district of Nelson has a reduction works
which will now compare favorably with
it in many respects and whose existence,
is perhaps even more important to the
well ‘being of the many small shippers
of the lead mine districts, whose aggre- -
‘gate output bulks largely in the lead
returns of the province

The Hall Mines smelter, which is just
completing a series of improvements,
costing over $75,000, calculated to make
a vast differegce to its profits as well as
to exercise a beneficial effect Uipon its
‘oudtomers, is somewhat disadvantag-
‘eously situated upon a side hill, . just
‘above the C. P. R. depot. Owing to its
situation it is cramped for room, en-
tailing a greater use of machinery than
48 to be seen at Trail in proportion to
the work accomplished. It has two fur-
maces, the one having a capacity of 80
tons daily and the other of 120 tons
The raison d'etre of the smelter is, -of
course, the lead ores of the Slocan and
‘Bast Kootenay. those ores are
by no means poured as freely into these
réduction works as the present prices of
lead and silver would seem to warrant,

t it may readily be gathered from the
{:rge expenditures now being undertak-
en that the management has every faith
in the possibilities of the lead mines and
every confidence that the increase of the
supply in the near future will be such
as to justify the present heavy outlay of

capital.
SMELTER CHARGES

The management declines to believe
that the cause of the reduced output of
recent years is the heavy charge for
smelting. That such is not altogether
the case can be seen from even a cas-
ual inspection of the prices prevalent.
Since February last the charge for lead
reduction has been $12 instead of $15..
‘Within "the last two years not only has.
the price of lead frequently risen above
the quotation on which bounty ceases
td be paid but the price of silver has also
advanced, going from 652 cent -to 67
cents per ounce, & rise which in the
great majority of Slocan ores makes a
difference of $7.50 a ton. “This,” Says
general manager J. J. Campbell, “taken
together with the lessened cost of treat-
ment and éven mnegle the < better

that lead is commanding, amounts
to something like $10.50 per ton im fa-
vor of the shipper of today as against
the shipper of 1904, and should surely bg
@ sufficient' inducement to ship.” In
these remarks, it is only fair to add, Mr.
Campbell is sustained by the manage-

Thomalwuseiss(&todtobehckot
development in the lean years. This, in
some cases means that those mine own-
ers who' shipped during the lean years
did so at small profits, profits that would
not ‘permitthem. to perform sufficient
development to restore those ore reser-
‘wes depleted by shipment As many of
these mines were worked with small
capital, exhaustion of the ore reserves
‘meant no money for development and
thus a shut down.of a promising pro-
‘perty. Under the new conditions, bet-
ter metal prices and cheaper smelting,
mine owners are now willing enough to
permit capitalists to comé in and pir-
chase at a reasonable figure either the
property itself or an interest in it; will-
ing, often enough, in the latier case, to
allow the purchase money for the inter-
est sold to go into the mine for its‘de-
velopment. - Thus the .two chief re-
quisites in the lead districts today are
capital for development and labor to
employ that capital profitably. Outside
capital had never the opportunify in the
Slocan which it today possesses.

The reduction fn the cost of smelting
made this year was effected in order to
meet European cempetition. But the
returns of the Hall Mines Limited show
that the profits on the old rates were
not such as would justify any large re-:
duction. - Still" that' has heen domne, bhad
to be done. How it has been deglt with
‘so as to still leave a profit to the share-
holders of the company can best be
shown by t,mdng‘heorelmm its re-
ception to its-exist from the smelter as
‘pig lead or copper matte.

THE NEW MILL

Besides the ordinary custom ore there
arrives at the smelter the iron flux from
themmmlne,utthenoundary,md
the lime rock from the Hunter V., of
‘the Ymir district. These are dumged
‘into a bin under the C. P.” R. siding at
the upper end of the works. It is taken
thence by a conveyor and passes thro!

a orusher and, being sampled as it goes
through, is sent over @& gravity tram-

blast
furnaces.

But the great bulk of the ore goes
through the new sampler and crusher.
"Phis building is perhaps the most com-
plete and compact of its kind in Can-
ada. It has cost upwards of $20,000 and

‘As the ore is rereived 1t passes from
the ear on the rallway track directly into
a crusher on & level with the platform.
Thenee it is fed -automatically, no mat-
ter how fast or how glowly the ore may
be fed into the crusher, to-an elevator
which conveys it to the top of the build-
‘ing. From there it drops into a Yezin
sampler, one-fifth being taken and four-

fifths rejected.

The Vezin sampler is simple enough
in operation. An opien spout, the area of
which is a fifth of the area of the circle
it describes, revolving slowly around 2
spindle, receives one-fifth of the ore
dropping through the chute leading from
the top of the elevator. The four-fifths
rejected passes into a refect bin which’
is in automatic communication with the
beddiang bins at the rear of thé mill. The
fifth, passing and sampler, goed into an
automatic mixer and feeder to a Gates’

_rolls which crushes it to 1% inch.

The product is taken up a second ele-
vator, alongside the first, passes another

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Vezin sampler, where agaln four-fifths
is similarly cut out, is again mixed and
fed to a Colorado iron Works’ rolis and
is crushed to % inch size. - This process
is again repgatad and the final sample,
now.reduced to % inch size, is taken to
the bucking room where samples are
prepared for the assay office ini the ordi-
nary way, three samples, as usual, be-
ing taken, one for the smelter, one for
the shipper and one. for the umpire in
case of disputs, the latter being sealed.
INGENIOUS CRUSHING

But most of the ore has to be reduced
40 & six mesh, 1% inch, for the Heberlein-
process. The mill is not only designed
for a sampler but is also a erusher hav-
ing a capacity of 20 tons per hour, When
wanted for crushing the ore is passed
into the-mill in the manner . described:
and is taken up to the top of the first
elevator. Thence instead of passing in-
to the ore chute leading to the first Vez-
in sampler, by means of a swivel spout,
the flow is directed to another chute
leading to the first’ rolls, thus cutting
out the Veszin sampler and the automatic
mixer. Before reaching the rolls, how-
ever, the ore flow is met by an impact
seréen and any oversize is returned auto-
matieally to the crusher. From the first
rolls it passes to the second and So on.
Bach time in its descent from the top
of the mill it is met by an impact screen
of smaller h, oversize being auto-
matically returned to the rolls immed-
iately before, until it passes & six mesh
and emerges from the mill into an auto-
matic spreader -amd feeder which dis-
tributes it evenly in the bedding bins.

A novel feature in.the mill, which is
wonderful in its compactness and re-
flects great: credit. upon -the ingenuity of
its designers, is the fact that all boxes
on the line shafting of the machinery
are.fitted - with Chapman double ball
- bearings. = This so greatly reducesy the
friction that an official of the company
was able in the presence of the repre-
sentative of The Daily News to turn
the whole shafting, together with a num-
ber of the machines which were coupled
to it, by merely pulling by hand a pulley
belting. Without ball bearings to ac-
complish: this turnover would have meant
the expenditure of 10 per cent moje horse
power; involving a motor. This is
typical of the whole smelter methods at
the Hall Mines., In this case not only is
machinery saved but labor also, as the
ball bearings require oiling so” infre-
quently that the services of an oiler are
unnecessary. All the rolls in the mill are
duplicated so that there shall be no.de-
lay when the roll shells have to be re-
placed. - The motive power of the mill;
as with all the other machinery in these
“works, is electricity, supplied from Bon-
nington Falls.

THE BEDDING BINS,

As stated, the ore on leaving the mill
is placed by means of a feeder and
spreader into the bedding bins immed-
iately behind. These bins are of a pe-
culiar construection. Many ores come in
small gwpments. By -analysis the na-
ture these ores is determined and
they are accordingly placed in this or
that bin, spread evenly in a layer over
the whole of its surface, 50 feet by 10
and remain there till the whole of the
bin is filled to its depth of ten feet by
other layers of custom ore or of flux as
may be demanded from the nature of the
ores. When the bin is full its contents
are such that when a yertical section is
taken out that vertical section is chem-
ically fit for economical reduction. Hach
bin has a capacity of about 500 tons,
rather more than less, and a whole series
have been constructed. ' At either end of
the bin is a door. Ordinarily the ver-
tical section is- taken from the door
nearest the mill . A track runs along
the floor along which a-car is pushed
and filled. Taken out it is placed im-.
mediately in connection with an endless
chain, made by the Link Belt Machinery
company, which lifts it to a level above
that of the Heberlein- roaster and con-
verters, situated at the extreme end of
the works. Here the car runs along a
switchback railroad to a series of bins
where it drops its load, automatically i
necessary, runs on to a spring  switch
and back, by gravity, to the bedded bins,
ready for amother load, hgving travers-
ed a distance of several hundred feet by
itself. i

THE HEBERLEIN ADDITION

From this last named series of bins,
which are situated in the still fncom-
plete converter building, beyond that of
the roasters, the ore is fed on to an end=
less belt and is there mixed automatic-
ally in any desired proportion with other
ores, and, passing through another auto-
matic mixer, is conveyed to the Heber-
lein or Merton roaster, or to the conyer-
tens direct.  The - Heberlein = roaster,
measuring 26 feet in internal diameter
upon the hearth, is being constructed. It
will have a capacity of 55 tons daily. In
addition is used, in connection, an adapt-
ed Merton roaster. Ore after being cal-
cined in the roasters is slaked, elevated
again 10 the top ffoor of the converter
building where it is fed automatically
intor the converters.

The convertens are huge pots, at pres-
‘ent six in number, although an addition-
al six will be added later, each of which:
has a capacity of 12 to 15 toms, dnto
these are fed the partially calcined pro-
duct of the reasters and there subjected
to an air blast which is applied from the
bottom of the pot. This has the effect
of causing the almost complete, elimina-
tion of the sulphur with an evolution-of
8 large guantity of heat, pringing about
the fusion of the contemts. - When the
mass_begins. to cool, which it will do
after about 12 hours, it is dumped out
on the flour, ten feet beneath, ‘the con-
verters being so ‘perfectly balanced on
their standards as to' be easily tipped
by hands by means of the gear provided.
To break up the mass it is the intention
of the management to use a weight mov-
ing & crane which will drop from g
height of 15 feét on to any part of the
unbroken portions of the mass that may
he desired.

When sufficiently broken up the pro-
duct is dropped through the floor to &
car beneath. The car is within a tun-
nel, pierced under the building. The
fines are received into bins ingeniously
