we get au occasional swarm as early as
the middle of May, and mauny abous the
last of that month, Aﬁh, swarming
way oot comuience until July, Bees
will often rear dropes, construet gueen
cells, and be just on the point of swarm-
ing, when a few days of bad weather
will cause'the drones and embryo queens
to be destroyed, and swarmiog to be
postponed indefiitely. As mueb time
must be spent in preparation when this
oecurs, it will require several -weeks
- _before swarms can jssue, though the
weuther be ever o favoroable,

Bees, like some human heings, seem
most discontented when most prosperous,
If the season is favorsble, the May
flowers will scareely .have appeared
till the - swarmiog season begins in-
stinctively to “stesl  over the eolony,
affccting equally, perhaps, beth queen
and workers. ‘Fhe first step of prepara-
tion taken is the rearing of drones, by
.an early deposit of eggs in the drone eells
by the queen. As these mature and the
“Justy fellows” throng the eptrance, if
the weather is warm and pasturage
abundaot, 8 few queen cells will be eom-
menced at different times by the workers.
These, in most cases, are. suspended
frow the edges or inequalities of combs
with their open end dowpard. From
three to ten queen cells are commonl
coustructed, and the egg o1 larve, is
lavishly supplied with ‘“royal jelly,” a
puogeat stimulating, light eream-eolored
substance, when the ecell is further
lengthened down and sealed over. It is
now about an inch long, and resembles a
pea-put ‘in appearance. - In ‘moveable
cowb bives. these queen ecells are easily
fouud by looking over the combs the
time =warms are expeeted. You ecan
hiardly  mistake them. even though you
never saw one before. To fiod them in
the comwmon hive or gum, blow a few
whiffs of smoke under the hive from a
roll of burning cotton rags, tip it baek
aud give them more smoke. Now raise
thie hive carefully from the stand, and
turn it bottom up upon the ground
without jar, being eareful to turn it
edgewise with the combs to prevent
their breaking. . Keep the bees down out.
of your way with the smoke, and let the
light penetrate between the combs, If
your hive is not very deep, some of the
cells can usually be seen- when they
exist:

The progress of these cells is the oply
certain  iudication of swarming, and
wheo one or more have been capped
over the swarm is ready to leave for its
ucw and sometiwes distant home. The
first warm clear day is generally im-
proved, when the mass of workers, after
Lastily filling their sacs with provisions
tor their jonroey, rush ‘‘pell mell” from
the hive, accompanied by the queen,
with great “noise and contusion.”

After flying a short time, they usually
cluster upon some overhanging braneh,
more or less clevated. . Hives should be
kept in readiness, as success greatly
depends  upon promptoess in  hiving
swarms as they issue, for, if left banging
in the beat of the sun, they soop become
iwpatient, atid fly off in eonsequence.

HIVING BEES,

The process of bhiving is extremely
simple and pretty generally understood ;
if the bive is cwol and clean, the bees are
pot slow in teking possession, If the
swarm has clustesed on 2 bush or tree
near the ground, :{aread down a sheet or
piece of capvass directly under or ss
near .the swarm as practicable. If the
common hive ‘is. used, place & board
about two feet square upon the end of
the sbeet, aud upon that your bive. Let
the hive be raised sbout so inch from
the board, with block= or strips of wood.
If convenient, the hive may pow be
litted aud the swarm jarred direetly into
it, and then carefully repla\c{d upon the
board, or the bees may be shaken upoa_“
the sheet. in fyont of the hive. Bomé
will soon distover the'pew howe, dn
by thci:’_)ﬁy%cxl bum eommusicate the
glad tidings to the while swarm. Hav-
ing filled themselves with hopey before
leaving the old bive they are usually
peaceable and almost as harmless as flies.
If they should elog the éntrance, disturb
them gently with the feather end of &
quill, and, if any cluster upon the out-
gide, brush them down apd see that they
all enter lest the queen be left out, Now,
let the hive down upon the bosrd and
immediately carryit to the place it is
intended to oecupy io the apiary. Raise
the front edge balf an inech, and shade
the hive from the sun. The few bees
left flying will soon réturn to the old
stock from which the swarm issued,—
But if the swarm is. left ‘where "it was
hivedtill evening, many bees will have
commwenced gathering honey, and baviog
carefully marked their pew location,
will, as they fly out, the nest morning
return to this pluce and perish.

TO SEPABRATE SWARMS THAT CLUSTER
: TOGETHER.

In separating two swarms that have
elustered tog, A jeot i

wn 8 sheet, placing an empty hive
upon each end. Shake your bees upon
the sheet between the hives and sprinkle
them with a little water, whieh will
retard their movements and give a good
chanee to see the queens as they pass
alosg. With s quill or brush start the

' reoum'q, having two or three

eet for them to travel to reach each hive.
Keep the bees moving and the entrances
open. Wateh for the queen at ome
entrance, while an assistant watches at
the other hive. Both queens are often
seen as they erawl over the sheet. If
both are found, divide the bees about
equally, giviog a queen to each hive, and
the work is dove. Should you fiad but
one, secure her in a tumbler. Divide the
bees about equslly, and, by-watching
a few minutes, you will soon see where
ycur queen is needed, as those without
a queen will show the usual symptoms,
by running about the eptranee and

the outside of the hive as if in search of
something. Present the queen to them
and they will soon become quiet. But,
should neither queen be seen, you stand
one chance in two of getting a queen in
each hive. Watch them fifteen or
twenty mioutes. - If one show signs of
being queenless, if in a common hive,
set it upona thip sheet, and tie the
eorners over the top to prevent the bees
escaping. Lay the hive down upon its
side Jest the bees smother for want of
air.. Now, shake the part that has the
ueens. again u the sheet, making
them travel some distance to reach the
hive. You will seldom fail to see one
of the queens. When one is found,
secure ber in a tumbler, and when the
bees are all in earry the hive to its stand.
Set up the otlLer hive, untie the sheet
and place the queen at the entranece,
when the bees will joyfully reecive her.
This hive should be placed some distanee
from the other on a separate stand.

tarned to Toronto. I 'called upon
Mr. Rosamond, Mr. Templeman, of
the Gazette, being present with us, I
was aware that Mr. mond had been
canvassing previous to that time, [
believed that he was perfeetly sincere in
the professions he had made of holding
liberal views and opinions with respect
tospolitical matters; I judged so from
conversations which had -occasionally
taken place between Mr. Rosamond and
myself —and from what I had heard of
the change in his views from others.

I expressed
a strong doubt as to that position being
acceptable to the electors of -North
Lasark.

SpoTs oN THE SUuN,—From a care-
ful observation of the sun, we learn that
it presents a phase of unusual interest in
the fine cluster face. Last Friday, this
cluster was seen on the mn:;-b and
contained thirtysix well spots.
Oun Saturday the number had increased
to fifty—all, with one exception, being
small. It is noticeable that very few
spots are visible outside the limits of this
group, thus presenting an appearance
directly opposite to that seen and com-
mented on tv;‘) weeksago ; when thougll;
