QUEBEC CORRESPONDENCE.
Quebec, 19th April, 1861.

Mz. Epiror—A number of days have
now been spent in the discussion of Mr. Fer-
guson’s motion to introduce a Bill affirming
the principle of Representation based on po-
pulation. By a special order of the House
the debate is to take precedence of all other
business’ to-day, and it is probable that the
vote will be taken before the House'adjourns.
Only one Lower Canadian will vote with the
Upper Canadians, for the principle, and con-
sequently, the motion will be lost by alarge
majority. It will be observed that nearly
all the Upper Canadians declare themselves
in favor of the principle, but some of them
dare not vote against the Government.—
Very few of them, however, will come back,
after the general election, unless they pledge
themselves to carry out the measure, as far
as they are able.
You cannot have failed to notice the coarse
and insolent manner ia which thc Premier,
M. Cartier, has sneered at Upper Canada,
and Upper Canadians. He may deny that
he compared them to codfish, but he did say
that the 250,000 inhabitants of U. C. in ex-
cess of L. C. were of no more value than the
same number of codfish in Gaspe Bay. The
exhibition which the Prime minister of Ca-
nada, has, on several occasions, made of him-
self, in speaking against time, is most lamen-
table, and must lead respectable strangers
who visit the city, to form rather a low opin-
ion of Canadian statesmen, and Cauadian
legislation.
Onme of the most important votes of the
Session, was that on Mr. Notman’s motion,
condemnatory of the course followed by the
Government, with respect to the So'icitor
General West, continuing to hold his office
without a seat in the House.
