New Principle Coming 
in Ontario Schools

COMPULSORY EDUCATION BE­
TWEEN 14 AND 18 YEARS

TORONTO, April 11.—Compulsory 
part time education of boys and girls 
between the ages of 14 and 18 is pro­
vided for in the bill "for the compul­
sory school attendance of adolescents" 
introduced in the Legislature to-night
