I. Thatan A& paffed in the ninth year of the Reign of His Ma-
jefty, King GEORGE the firft, intituled, ¢ An A& for the more ef-
¢ fe&tual punithing evil difpofed perfons, going armed in difguife
“ and doing injurtes and violation to perfons and properties of His
“ Mageﬂy’s fubjects, and for the more {peedy bringing the offenders to
¢ Juftice” norany part ofithe faid A% or Statute fhall from and
after the pafling of this A& be held, taken or confidered as making
part of the Laws of this Province, or have force or effe® within the
fame, otherwife than herein after provided : Provided always, that,
nothing herein contained fhall extend to repeal that part of the above
recited A&, which takes away the Benefit of Clergy from any per-
fon who {hall be lawfully convicted of fetting- fire to any Houfe,
