be in Qur said Dominion convoked und holden : and this you are in no wise to omit.

In TesTiMoNy WnEREoF, We have cansed these Our Letters to be made
Patont, and the Great Seal of Canada to be hereunto affixed : Wrrnzgs,
Our Right Trusty and Well-Beloved Cousin and Councillor the Right
Honorsﬁ;lo. Sir FrEpEric TEMrLE, Karl of Dyfferin, Viscount and
Baron Clandeboye, of Clandeboye, in the County Dotn, in the
Peerage of the United Kingdom, Baron Dutferin and Clandeboye of
Ballyleidy and_Killeleagh, in tho County Down, in the Peerage of
Ireland, and a Baronet, Knight of Our Most {llustrious Order of Saint
Patrick, and Knight Commander of Our Most Honorable Order of
the Bath, Govornor Genernl of Canada, and Vice-Admiral of the same.

At Our Goverument House, in Our City o Ottawa, in Owr
Dominion of Cannda, this Sixteenth Day of December, in
the year of Our Lord One Thousand Eight Hundred and
Seventy-three, and in tho Thirty-Eighth Year of Our Reign.

The Xonorable the Spenker acquainted the House that the Clerk of the Senate
had Iaid upon the Table a Certiticate of tho Commissioner, setting forth that the
Honorable (feorje Brown, a Member of the Senate, had made and subscribed the
Declaration of Qualification required by tho British North America Act, 1867.

The House wus adjourned during pleasure.
