Were you present at *the exanination of Messrs. Perrault and Green ?-
By the Minutes of the Committee of Grievances last year it appears that I was
present at the examination of Mr. Perrault, and that I was not at the examina-
tion of Mr. Green, vhich took place on the6tl- ofFebruarylast.

A. N. Morin, Esquire, one of the Members of the Committee, examined
by Mr. Stuart :-

Were you a Member of the Committee of Grievances last year ?-Yes.
Did you regularly attend the sittings of the Committee last year ?-Yes, regu-

larly; excepting upon the matter of Judge Kerr.
Were you present at the examination of Mr. Perrault and of Mr. Green, or*

of one or other of those two Gentlemen ?-I cannot say whether I was present
at the examination of' Mr. Perrault. Ido not believe I was, but I saw hiniin
the Committee Room. I was present at the examination of Mr. Green. I cati-
not say on what day without referring to the Minutes ofthe Committee. Nei.
ther can I say, wlether I was present the whole time during which the questions
were put, and the answers taken down ; but I well recollect that I was there
when his evidence was read in his presence before the Committee. Fe de-
clared it to be truc, and did not, to my knowledge, make any remark up-
on it.

Have you a knowledge that the Members of the Comnmittee examined
the Witnesses in the absence of a Quorum of the Committec ?-Yes, some-
times, but I have no knowledge that any ovidence was closed without a
Quorum.

Did it often happen that evidence ivas taken by Members without a
Quorum ?-That happenedseveraI times, but notgenerally, and not, I believe,
most frequently.

Is is not truc that Mr. Labrie, , and Mr. Lafontaine were amongst those
Menbers of the Committee, who took the most active part in theseproeced-
ings ?-Mr. Labrie took an active part in them, during_ the absence of Mr.
Bedard, the Chairman of the Conmittee.: I do not think, that Mr. Lafbn-
taine took a more active part than the other Members, but he' was very
assidious.

Have you a knowledge of the conversation that took, place between Mr.
Perrault, Mr. Cuvillier,. and Mr. Viger before the Committee, such as it is
related in the evidence of Mr. Perrault and of Mr. Cuvillier?-I do not re-
collect it.

tered. I can say so positively as to the evidenòe of Mr. Green. I have no
reason to believe that such was the case at all.
