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GRADS NEED COUNCIL

Does the Graduate Students
Association have an adequate
structure, that is, an structure
that is representative and dy-
namic?

One possibility is to form
a ‘“general council” through
departmental elections, run by
the GSA. Each department
would be eligible for repre-
sentation on the basis of num-
bers, i.e, they would have one
representative per 25 students,
with a maximum of three re-
presentatives,

The president and vice-pres-
ident should be elected on
campus-wide elections. The
president can * appoint” a sec-
retary and a treasurer, this
method guaranteeing a co-
operative spirit amongst the
senior executive. The general
council will elect amongst its
members two members-at-large
for the executive committee of
Graduate School.

There should be a definition
of powers of the general coun-
cil and the executive, to guar:
antee flexibility and good fun-
ctioning. The general council is
always the ultimate decision
making body, but it should del-
egate certain definite powers to
the executive. (These should be
written up in the by-laws.)

From the general council
the following committees
might be formed (which can
also draw their members from
the general membership).

* - financial committee -
headed by the treasurer. Its
task is to draw up a budget, to
look - after the application for
funds from different sources
(SR.C. administration), to
keep council informed about

the financial situation through
regular reports. (The budget
can only be prepared on the
basis of a plan approved by the
general council).

*  publicity committee -
to set up a membership news-
letter, which is an essential
part of any grass roots com-
munications and involvement;
to make sure that the regular
student newspaper will handle
matters of graduate student in-
terest; to deal with media when
necessary.

* education & recreation
committee - a group of peo-
ple that would take it upon
themselves to organize and cO-
ordinate certain programs and
activities of interests to grad-

" uate students.

- orientation in the fall
- filmprograms - there are

excellent National Film Board
films thar can be shown for
nothing and would be of great
interest to both Canadians and
non-Canadians (e.g. films made
by Canadian Indians; films on
poverty and social change in
Canada; films on art and sci-
ence, etc. A recent NFB cata-
logue describes all available

films.)

- panel discussions and sem-
inars on national and inter-

national topics

should not take it upon itself
to organize each and every
activity; it would be a super-

Also, this is an excellent
_area for co-operation with the
council; the
more programs and activities
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that can be undertaken to-
gether, the better.

* employment committee
- as this is the key problem
facing graduates of Canadian
universities, 2 permanent com-
mittee should be formed) to
collect available information
and to disseminate it amongst
graduate students via news-
letter or the student news-
paper) to come up with spe-
cific recommendations in con-
junction with other "graduate

" student bodies as well as under-

graduate organizations else-
where in Canada. U of Tand U
of BC have both prepared re-
ports and briefs and compiled
information. The committee
should get these things to-
gether.

* Committee on interuni-
versity relations . It is essential
to avoid isolation and therefore
one has to communicate ef-
fectively with graduate student
organizations elsewhere. This
committee should establish
communications with ~ other
graduate student bodies, keep
them informed about UNB act-
ivities and concerns, and report
to the general council on
relevant matters, about things
that it has found useful a-
mongst the activities of the
other associations.

This committee could start
by asking for:

a) programs and plans for
next fall

b) specific orientation ma-
terials :

¢) regular copies of news-
letters

d) information on employ-
ment, student participation
and what have you

It goes without saying that
this committee would direct all
useful material to the approp-
riate committees. :

" *  House committee to,
look into the uses of the grac-
uate student Room and Loun-
ges at Memorial student center.
This should not be a separate

committee, but should have as
its members the president (or
‘vice-president) and one person
from each existing committee.

Thus the use of the buildirig is
