Ihe munleipal district was rrtateil in 10U>. Its development has lieen uteady,
rather than showy.

The water system was installed in I91H, ami the same group of mountains fiiriiishe-.

iMith its supply ami the famous (.'apiliiiio supply of Vaiirouver. The water is free from
alkali and lime. Its freedmn from eontambiation is assured hy tlie stringent regulation-^

gover.iing the watershed. A well-drawn pluniiiing by-law, bae'ted by effirient insjiettiom
has put tlic sanitation of the distriet on a sound basis.

Men whose liusinefs lies in the eity have built himies in West Vam-ouver in order
to obtain that rural o- seaside quiet wliieh they find to be essential to the |ierfonnanee
of thtlr best work. They eome am! go liy the municipal ferry, the I'. O. E. Hallway,
or their private autos. Many of the permanent residents o.' this class lugan as summer
visitors, and made the change after a season's trial. ThlM is the class which Is Increasing
most rapidly.

Many have Iteen attracted to the district liy Its climate and soil. The asjieit is so
favorable as to give West Vancouier a leiiil of something like a fortnight over the
nelghiior'ng areas as regards plant n'owth. The extent of forest conserves the water
supply, and in conjunction with tlie nearness of the sea, checks the extremes of
temperature. Men of this class are engaged In gardening or small farming. Their
number was hanlly suspected until the f\rst local horticultural snow was held last
year. This event drew forth exhiliits of flowers, fruit and vet 'tallies whose quality
and virlety were evidence of wide local activity in this field of work.
