
DANVILLE,
The Village of Danville is a thriving Village of 8155 inhabitants, situate 

in the Township of Shipton, in the County of Richmond and District of St. 
Francis, on the Grand Trunk Railway, about half way between Quebec and 
Montreal. The public buildings are a large Town Hall, one Academy, two 
School Houses, all throe with a large attendance of scholars; also six 
Churches.

With a daily mail, also three mail routes, leave the place tri-weekly and 
daily.

The Hon. Marcus Doherty, J. S. C., is the Judge. The Municipal 
Councils are: For the Village—Geo. S. Carter, Mayor; and Councillors E. 
McGovern, Chs. Boutelle, L. N. Bourgeois, Ulrie Bonneville, J. P. Stockwell 
and C. R. Thurber ; Timothy Leet, Secretary-Treasurer. School Commis­
sioners for the Village are .—Geo. S. Carter, Chairman, and Geo. F. Brown, 
John Taylor, C. J. Devoy and H. T. Barlow ; Timothy Leet, Sec.-Treasurer.

There is a large Tannery and Leather Belting Factory, by J. L. Good- 
hue & Son ; also three Carriage Shops, four Blacksmith Shops, one Saw Mill, 
one Grist Mill, one Furniture Factory, 4c., hy C. Boutelle; one Foundry, 
three Tinsmith Shops, with Joiner Shops, Shoe Shops, 4c., 4c., also twelve 
Stores of General Merchandise and Groceries. And also within a short dis­
tance of the Village are two Slate Quarries, one Asbestos Quarry, also a 
number of Sand and Grist Mills with a large amount of water power.

The Township of Shipton, of which the Village of Danville is the centre, 
contains above 3,000 inabitants, and is a good farming country, well watered, 
4a.

The Municipal Council, which holds its meetings at the Town Hall in 
Danville, are John Greenshields, Mayor; Councillors—Michael O’Keeffe, 
Joseph Manseau, J. R. Denison, O. H. Harvey, Seth Olney and Aretus Yale.
