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mission, or forgiveness of sins, to the one believing it 
for himself. ‘ As it is appointed unto men once to 
die, but after this the judgment; so Christ was once 
offered to bear the sins of many,’ Heb. ix. 27, 28. 
Here we have the Lamb of God a sacrifice for sins, 
once for all, and whoever believes this hears God say­
ing to him, (1 Pet. i. 19,) ‘ Ye were redeemed with the 
precious blood of Christ, as of a Lamb without blemish 
and without spot,’ No room here for man’s works 
1 Shall I give the fruit of my body for the sin of my 
soul I’ Micah vi. 7. No dear friend, here is redemp­
tion, pardon and peace offered freely, and upon a 
basis which meets fully the righteous requirements of 
God, who asks nothing from the repentant sinner, 
but simple faith in the Lord Jesus Christ and His 
finished work, with which He is completely satisfied 
and perfectly glorified. Can you add to that ? would 
you attempt it ?”

'• But must one not feel happy?” “Surely, when 
(and not before) you know upon the authority of God’s 
word, that you are saved.—Faith first, then feelings; 
but Christ must be your Saviour, not feelings. ‘They 
change, He changes not.’ ‘ He is the same yesterday 
and to-day and forever.’ Heb. xiii. 8. Only TRUST 
HIM NOW AND BE SAVED.”
