An 8-foot Aermotor, in 
la strong wind, can be made to do two 
lor three times what it ought to do,

In a certain county in Illinois, where 
there are over a thousand Aermotors, 
the repairs ordered average less than 
$60.00 per year. Another county, in 
Kansas, which has nearly a thousand 
^Aermotors, requires less than *55.00 

worth of re­
pairs a year.

and proper-^^^^^ly loaded. A 
few years^^^ago. in one| 
county in Iowa, where there were less 
than half as many Aermotors as in 
either of the counties mentioned 
above, the repair bills were several 
times larger. Finally we sent a man 
out there to see what was the trouble. 
He found that in almost

r too large cylinders and too smalT 
pipe. Smaller cylinders were put in 
and the repair orders ceased. If you 
must use a large cylinder to get the 
necessary quantity of water, then 
use a large windmill to operate it. 
Better have the mill too large for the 
job.
