{8.—Another big
hattle, even more vital for the
¢ountries concerned than those
which preceded it, is now in pro-
gress on a line extending from the
rcuon of Noyon, on the River Oise
north-west of Paris, to the River
Meuse north of Verdun.

The front is somewhat shorter
than was the case of the battle of
the Marne, but this will oniy re-
sult in a more fiercely contested
battle, with masses of troops
throwing themselves at each other
and every available piece of artil-
lery concentrated in a stcrmmed
cffort of the armies to break thro’
the lines.

Are Fortified.

The Germans, who a fortnight
ago had abandoned their first
swift endeavor to destroy the arm-
ies of France and Britain and cap-
ture Paris, have now fortified them
selves in the mountains north of
the River Aisne, throughd the
plains of Champagne and in the
Argonne Mountains, thro’ which
the Meuse flows.

They are in a stronger position

than they were for the battle of
the Marne, and have been strong-
ly reinforced with fresh troops.

From the northeast they have at
tempted somec counter attacks
against the Allied troops, which
flushed with victory, have been
trying to prevent them from en-
trenching themselves. .

Were Repulsed.

According to the English and
French reports these attacks have
been repulsed, and the Germans
have been compelled to give way
at certain points.

It would appear that lhe western
wing of the two armies of the
German right and Allies’ left, are
again htaring the heaviest part of
the fighting.

Upon the armies of General Von
Kluck and General Von Buelow
depends the safety of the rest of
the German army, should retreat
be decided upon or forced upon
them; and besides holding
front, they have to be prepared, to
withstand another attempt on the
part of the allies to outflank them.

In Good Position
These German forces hold a po-

sition from a point near Noyon on

the Oise along the district north
of the Aisne to a junction of the
latter river. With supplies behind
them are splendid lines of railway
running in all directions which fa-
cilitate the movement of troops,

from St. Quentin, Guine and Me- |

zieres, so that in this respect, they
are well placed.

The Allies on the other hand, it
is believed are bringing new
troops through Rouen and Amiens
to threeten the German flank.
fact,
west of France is now open to the
Allies, the Germans having with-
drawn most of their scattered
troops eastward toward Oise.

In centre between Rheims they
continue to fortify themselves
while between Argonne and the
Meuse they are entrenching them-
slves at Montfaucen.

London, Sept. 18.—In an ac-
count of the operations of the Bri-
tish army in France and of the
French armies in immediate touch
with it during the period from
Sept. 10 to 12, written by an offi-
cer attached to Gen. French’s
staff and issued by the Official Bu-
reau, it says in part:

“On the 11th there was a gener-
al advance of the French along
their whole line, Duke Albrecht
of Wurtemburg’s army being
driven back across the Sault and
elsewhere and the whole artillery
of a German corps being captured.
Several German colors also were
taken.

“It was only on this day that the
full extent of the victory gained
by the Allies on September 8th
was appreciated by them and the
moral effect of this success has
been enormous.

It seems probable that the Ger-
'mans not only expected to find
that the British army was beyond
the power of assuming the offen-
sive for some time, but also count-
ed on the French being driven
back on the line of the Seine and
that, though surprised to find the
latter moving forward against
them after they had crossed the
Marne, they were in no wise de-
terred from making a great effort.

“On the 12th the enemy were
found to be occupying a very for-
midable position opposite us on
the north of the line at Soissens
and working from west to east.

“Our third army corps gained
some high ground on the north of
the Aisne Valley

(GGained Ground.

“A long range artillery duel be-
tween our guns and those of the
French on our left and the ene-
my's artillery on the hills continu-
ed during the greater part of the
day and did not cease until nearly
midnight.

“The.enemy had a large number |
of heavy H()WItZCTS in well-conceal
ed posmons.

The movement of this army
corps was effected in cooperation
with the French sixth army on our
half of the town during night. The
second army corps did not cross
the Aisne. The first army corps
got over the River Vesle to the
south of the Aisne and after cross-
ing had been secured by the first
cavalry divisions. It then reached
the line south of the Aisne practi-
\cally without fighting.

Considerable Opposition.

At Braisne, the first Cavalry Di-|

vision met with considerable op-
'position from Infantry and ma-

STEAMER SUNK
14 LIVES LOST

Quebec, Sept. 18.—The Domin-

126 miles from Quebec this morn-
ing, being struck by the Dominion
coal collier Lingan in the fog.
