French Navy
Plays Big Part
In This War

Paris. Nov. 20.—The Figaro prints
the first information given out here re-
garding the part which the French
navy is taking in the military opera-
tions. It points out that the fleet is
not only taking an active part in the
blockading of all the Austro-German
squadrons and in the protection of
commercial traffic on the high seas,
but is also lending valuable assist-
ance to the allied forces which are
holding back the German army in
Belgium. The French battleships have
contributed a force of 6,000 fusiliers
and 2,000 gunners, together with a
great number of naval guns.

The brigade of fusiliers and a com-
pany equipped with mitrailleuses have
been placed under the command of
Admiral Ronarch, and played an im-
portant part in the stand of the Allied
forces at Dixmude. A great number of
naval aviators and engineers have also
been placed at the disposal of the com
mander of the land forces.
