A Pm’ncE OF DWARFS.

: Career of the anouu Count Joseph

Boruwlaski.

The most famous dwarf who has
flourished in the British isles is un-
doubtedly Count Joseph Boruwlaski,
whose long life—he died at the age of
ninety-eight years—is another example
of the longevity of his kind. Boruw-
laski stood only three feet three inches
in height. This did not prevent him
from marrying a beautiful woman or
from mixing in the best court society
of the Georgian period. He was very
amiably received at Carlton House by
George 1V. a few weeks before that
monarch’s coronation. So struck was
the king by this dwarf’s physical grace
and mental. accomplishments that he
remarked to Charles Mathews, who
had brought the little man, “If I had
@ dozen sons 1 could not wish them a
more perfect model of elegance than
the count.”
Boruwlaski's last days were spent in
peaceful retirement in the city of Dur-
ham. He tells us that in spite of the
theory that dwarfs grow all their life
he never added’a quarter of an inch
to his three feet three inches. When a
lady asked him for his autograph, he
sent these lines:
Poland was my cradle,

England is my nest,

Durham is my quiet place
‘Where my weary bones shall rest.

He had known Marie Antoinette as a
child, and he was living when Queen
Victoria. was crowned. - It 1s in the
Church of: St. Mary the Less at Dur-
ham, close to the cathedral, in which
his body lies, that you read the follow-
ing inscription:

“Near this spot repose the remains
of Count Joséph Boruwlaski, a native
of Pokucia, in the late kingdom of Po-
land. This extraordinary man meas-
ured no more than three feet three
inches in height, but his form was well
proportioned, and he possessed a more
than common share of understanding
and knowledge, After various changes
of fortune, borne with cheerful resig-
nation:to the will of God, he clesed his
life in: the vicinity of the cathedral on
Sept. 5, 1837, in the ninety-eighth year
of his age.”—P. T. O. of London.

A TORNADO.

Yhe Spiral That Connects the Earth
With the Clouds.

While in Kansas a few years ago I
had a very clear view of a tornado.. It
was about ten miles distant, passing
swiftly over the prairie, It presented
the appearance of a long rope about
two feet in. diameter. . It .extended
from a dark, irregularly shaped cloud
to the earth and was slightly curved.
It was of nearly uniform :thickhess
and ledned about  thirty-five degrees
from aperpendicular toward the cloud.

the cloud would have made an angle of
about forty degrees with the earth’s
surface. After this ropelike projection
bad parted I noticed in the irre

ver whiteness, It was shaped like a
great auger and extended from the

/| point where: the funnel or rope had

been counected with the cload forward
in‘the direction the cloud was moving.
All around it was in wild commotion,
but the. spiral itself séemed to stand
like a great white ribbon coiled auger
shape and fixed secure. This spiral at
the time I caught sight of it was lying
in a nearly horizental position, the for-
ward end being only slightly elevated.
I have never met any one who has
seen this spiral in the tornado cloud,
but by one who came dangerously near

was told that the center of the whirl-

| ing funnel was as white as milk. From

his statement, taken in connection
with my own. observations, I have
formed the opinion that the center of

.| all tornadoes is a perfectly shaped elec-

trical spiral and that when in opera-
tion it connects the earth with the
cloud. Tt is manifest that such a spiral
would give the middle of the tornado
funnel a white appearance. But it is
not likely that one looking at it in its
upright form would detect its spiral
form. Indeed, it would have to turn

"| itself in a most favorable position in

order to revedal to the eye of the ob-
server its spiral form.—Scientific Amer-
