THE JESUITS ESTATES AGITA-

The acceptance by the protestant com-
mittee ot the Quebec council of public
instruction of the $60,000 granted by
the Jesuit estates act for protestant edu-
cation in Quebec destroys entirely what-
ever force there may have been in the
agitation against the act.

Disease in Lower Animals.

The theory is held that some of the
lower animals suffer from disease in-
duced by the same family of germs
that causes typhoid fever in the hu-
man species, and that they may, by
means of their secretions and excre-
tions and slaughtered con-
vey the disease buck mcm;y
instances are recorded where outbreaks
of what ap to be typhoid have
bee:\&ac to the eating of meat of
ani known to have been diseased
when killed. One authority relates
the following: A butcher refused to
buy a calf, because it was manifestly
ill; the family, therefore, to whom it
belonged killed and ate it themselves
and six of their number were attack
with typhoid fever. Dr. Crawford
tells of another instanco of this sort.
At Klloten, a place seven miles north
of Zurich, on the 8uth of June, 1878,
a festal board was s&n‘oad, and 690 per-
sons partook of the viands, out of
whom 290 fell ill with typhoid fever,
and 78 others who hLad eaten at the
inn whose landlord had furnished the
collation, making in all 668 persons
affected with the disease from the ef-
fects of the same feast. There were
49 othersatfected secondarily, making
717 cases directly and indirectly from
the feast. The cause of the outbreak
was traced directly to a sick calf fur
nished the innkeeper by a butcher,
as it was clearly shown that only those
who partook of the veal thus furnish-
ed were attacked. This veal had been
procured from a dealer at Seebach,
who had sold the liver of the same
animal to a fellow townsman, who
was in like manner attacked with ty-
phoid fever. The brain of the same
animal was sent to the parsonage at
Beebach, and all the fumily were at-
tacked with the same disease. The
calf was ascertained to have been al-
most dead when receiving the dis-
patching blow from the butcher. Not-
withstanding the large number of in-
stances which appear to support the
theory that typhoid fover is communi-
cated by animals to man, it is by no
means settled that such is possible. In
fact, there arc grave doubts if the dis-
easo cauged by eating meat believed to
be infected was actually typhoid fever.
—Boston Herald.
