More time is required
to communicate the appearance of the
flash to the brain than a stroke of light-
ning would take to put an end to a man
A large proportion of people who think
that they are struck by lightning are in
reality suffering only from a shock to
the nerves. 2

Much of the fear of lightning would
be lessened if people would carefully re-
flect how rare are the instances of ac-
tual death by  lightning stroke. As
many students of electricity have notic-
