The McCarthy Inquest.

The seal fishery is likely to wind up 
belter than was anticipated, and may 
not be much, if at all, below an aver­
age. It is reported that lOO.OOO^seak-j-he 
have been taken iu Green Bay by the 1 
people on shore. Should the news be 
confirmed, this addition to the catch 
will greatly swell its value, as this 
immense number of seals would be ta­
ken without any expenditure what­
ever, and would be all clear gain to 
the poor men who have had the good 
fortune to capture them. It appears 
northeast winds carried the seals far 
up the Green Bay, and brought them 
in reach of the people on shore. This 
is a rare piece of good fortune, and 
does not happen ofteuer than once in 
ten or twenty years. Many sailing 
vessels have done well this year. 
Second trips have not been generally 
succès ti l. The steamship Aurora 
brought in 10,000 old seals—equal to 
20,000 joung ones—ami also 2,500 
young ones. This is a rupital trip. 
The Aurora is owned by Messrs. 
Stevens & Son, Dundee, whose other 
steamer, the Arctic, oft lined the 
bumper trip of the season. The two 
steamers, between first and second 
trips, have brought in cargoes equal 
in weight to 58,000 young harp seals, 
valued at $174,000. The two steamers 
Greenland and Iceland, owned by a 
Montreal company, have done moder­
ately well, the latter having got 16,- 
000 prime harp seals, but the Green­
land only 1,400. Second trips may 
add to this considerably. The firm of 
W. Grievy & Co., have been wonder­
fully successful, their vessels bringing 
in from 66,000 to 70,000 seals, worth 
on an average $3 per seal. Two- 
thirds go to owners of steamers. The 
probable catch of seals will he about 
350,000.—Exchange.

Explosion at Sydney.

of 56 per cent. During the four 
months from November 30th to March 
31st the exports of goods amounted to 
$276,840,000, against $235,070,000 for 
the corresponding mouths a year pre­
vious showing an average increase of 
174 per cent.

Further Developments.
After the adjournment on Saturday, 

the jury, by direction of the Coroner, 
visited and examined the Waverley 
House and the river bank and locality 
where the Parker girl alleges the body 
was placed. We believe they did not 
find any well defined waggon tracks 
(though it is icporlcd that such tracks 
was seen by somebody at the spot 
where the girl said the waggon turn­
ed) but they were fortunate iu being 
at the place at the moment when a 
person who had been employed by the 
Coroner to drag the river, fished up a 
stone which answers to the description 
given by the Parker girl of the stone 
attached to the body of M'Carlhy. It 
is 15 inches long, 9 in. wide and 5 in. 
thick, has been cut and- apparently . 
used in a chimney of building. It is 
of a greyish color, appears to have 
been exposed to smoke, and weighs 
about 50 lbs. There are no other 
stones iu the river bed at this point, 
and the finding of this is certainly a 
most remarkable and important con­
firmation of the slatementof the Park­
er girl that the body was weighted 
when placed in the water. The stone 
was found a few yards from where the 
body was pjeked up and a short dis­
tance from rhe spot where the girl 
says the body was put.

It will be remembered that when 
tlie hatchet was shown the Parker girl 
she said that it looked like the one 
used, except that the handle was short­
er. But the owner of the hatchet 
states that after getting it from the 
Osbornes the handle got broken and 

repaired it, making it about 3 in. 
shorter. The fact seems to indicate 
the remarkably keen observation of 
the Parker girl.—Moncton Times.

Reviewing the progress of the en­
quiry, and the evidence of the Parker 
girl, the Telegraph remarks :—“It 
was expected by many that in conse­
quence of M'Carthy’s outer coats hav­
ing been found on the body, she would 
not adhere to the statement made by 
her at the examination at Moncton in 
January last, that these coats were 
hanging in the hall of the Osborne 
house when the body was taken away 
and put in the Scadouc river. But it 
will he seen by reference to the report 
of her evidence that Annie Parker de­
parts in no essential particular con­
nected witli the coats from her tormer 
sworn testimony. It must be admit­
ted, also, that the substance of her 
statement and the facts- arc hot irre­
concilable, and ttie fact tliat blood was 
found on the inner clothi'ng of the de­
ceased, and none on the oufer coats, 
which were buttoned up to the chin 
of the dead man, is very rerparkahle 
and a very suggestive circumstance. 
On the supposition that the body had 
been handled after having bèen put into 
the river, the slightness of the abra­
sion on the neck and other matters 
could be explained. The finding of a 
stone near the locality in which the 
body lay is a matter which will invite 
careful scrutiny at the proper time.

[With reference to the above extract 
from the Telegraph, the opinion has 
been advanced that .the body was 
taken lout of the water, buried for a 
time, and afterwards replaced, attired 
in the coats referred to. This does 
not appear at all unreasonable, par­
ticularly when we remember that the 
latest development in this mysterious 
case is the finding of an empty grave 
in the locality of the Scadouc where 
the body was found.]-^Editors Ad­
vocate.
