A survivor of the battle of Trafalgar died 
a.fortnight ago in England. Hia name was 
Francia Harris, his age 86, hie rank that of 
retired commander. He entered the British 
navy when nine years of age, and only three 
months before the battle of Trafalgar was 
fought.

In the Commons on Monday Mr. Dod­
son, president of the Local Government 
Board, said the Government would consider 
the subject of appointing a committee on the 
cattle disease next session. It was receiving 
definite reports concerning it from the Ameri­
can Government and from British consuls.

The corvette Canada, on the way to as­
sume a position on the British North Atlantic 
waters with Prince George of Wales aboard 
as a midshipman, is sailing under instructions 
issued by special order of the Admiralty, 
which look to the absolute and certain safety 
of the vessel The question of speed will be 
entirely ignored.

When the Queen is at Balmoral, her north­
ern castle, special trains are run between 
Aberdeen and Balia ter every day, not at 
the cost of her Majesty, aais generally sup­
posed, but by the Home Office.

A Liverpool despatch states that Justice

Sir Charles Dilke, president of the Local 
Government Board in th^v Commons, said 
that during the last fortnight there had been 
three cases in England declared to be cholera, 
bat only Simple cholera. There was do Asia­
tic cholera in England or Europe. The 
deaths from simple cholera in England this 
year have not reached the ordinary average. 
Last week the number was only half of the 
usual average.

Mr. Gladstone stated on Tuesday in the 
House of Commons that the passage of Sir 
Stafford Northcote’a motion, opposing any 
admission of M. de Lesaepe’ monopoly of the 
isthmus without the consent of the House, 
would diminish the Government’s hopes of 
coming to an agreement on the Suez canal 
scheme. The question would in his opinion 
ultimately have to be decided in the Egyp­
tian law courts.

A wealthy syndicate has been formed in 
London for the purpose of realizing on Con­
federate bonds. The opinion of eminent 
jurists is that the Southern States are liable 
for their war debt, and the lever that is to be 
used to compel them to make a composition is 
to refuse them any loans in the European 
money markets until this old indebtedness is 
wiped out. Notwithstanding the visionary 
character of the scheme, the syndicate con­
tains the names of men well known and re­
spected on ’Change.

Lord Aylesford and his wife have tried 
hard to get rid of each other.

Straits to Which the Widow of a Physician 
Has Been Reduced.

A handsome young woman, whose drees 
and manners indicated education and refine­
ment, was accused in the Jefferson Market 
Court, New York, on Tuesday morning of 
drunkenness. She said that her name was 
Lilian Chamber», that she was 23 years old, 
and that she lived at No. 9 Second avenue, 
where she occupied a furnished room, and in 
which she locked her little daughter when 
she left home on Monday evening.

The assembly 
proceeded to the Town hall. The officials 
refused to receive the deputation, whereupon 
the leader unfurled a red flag. He and seve­
ral others were arrested.

The President of the French Republic has 
conferred the distinction of Commander of 
the Legion of Honour—the highest rank 
granted to civilians—on Mr. L. A. Senecal, 
of Quebec, president of the North Shore 
Railway Oomoany, in recognition of his ser­
vices in promoting commercial intercourse 
between France and Canada.

In the French Chamber of Deputies daring 
the discamion on the railway convention, 
MM. Pouvier and Imnglois invited M. Lais­
sant to prove his charges that the Chamber 
was Bold to the railway companies.

It is esti­
mated that a thousand persons were killed 
and eight hundred injured. A number of 
steamers are carrying the injured to Naples, 
The impression produced by the disaster is 
indescribable, as many of the victims belong 
to good families.

A Berlin despatch says the peculiarly 
friendly relations which have of late existed 
between the Turkish and German Govern­
ments have received somewhat of\ check by 
Prince Bismarck’s action in relation to certain 
requests made by the Porte. Turkey had 
hoped that she would receive the support of 
Germany both in her efforts to quiet her un­
ruly subjects in Albania and in adjusting her 
commercial relations with America and the 
other powers. Yesterday, however, Prince 
Bismarck informed the Turkislvenvoy that 
Germany could go no farther as a rule than 
to lend the Sultan her moral support. The 
case would have to be exceedingly exception­
al in'which any material assistance might be 
looked for. This decision of the German 
Chancellor falls far short of what was hoped 
for, and causes a feeling of great disappoint­
ment in Constantinople.

AFRICA.
The Khedive is suffering from slight sore­

ness of the throat. There are no symptoms 
whatever of cholera aa rumoured.

The report of the death of Cetewayo is 
confirmed. His wives and many of hi* chiefs 
were also killed by the insurgents.

Chief Mapooh, with 800 warriors, has 
fallen into the hands of the Boers with all 
their arris. They are understood to have

The French are closely besieging Tamatave 
in Madagascar. There are four Iren 
of-war in the harbour, and others are on the 
way to join them.

The War Office has been informed by a 
special despatch jnst received from Durban 
that Cetewayo has been killed. The Govern­
ment despatch states that after the defeat 
sustained by Cetewayo and hia followers atthe 
hands of Usibepi and bis army, it was re­
ported on Monday the former fled with his 
troops, closely pursued by the victor. The 
latest information goes to show that Usibepi 
overtook Cetewayo and, during the resist­
ance made by the latter, massacred him and 
most of his followers. This news has pro­
duced a profound sensation throughout Lon­
don.

The last fabric of English diplomacy in 
Africa collapsed with the death of Cetewayo. 
The event has convinced the public of the 
folly of the Government in limiting his army 
without providing for his defence or limiting 
the military power of the savage neighbours. 
Usibepu’s reported apologetic speech to the 
English resident at Ulundi encourages the 
hope that he may avoid a conflict with the 
English interests associated with the reserve 
territory andJoha T

vention with Great Britain. The impudent 
proposal of the Boers to raise a loan alter the 
revision of the convention shall be completed 
has caused comment in the city. Meet 
likely it will be refused, as it is considered 
aa indication of Boer contempt for England.

ASIA.
It is reported that China proposed to the 

French Minister that negotiations be opened 
for a formal treaty and that France readily 
agreed.

The Palestine Exploration Society has re­
covered from a Bedouin tribe pieces of skin 
containing portions of Deuteronomy, made 
about 800 B.C.

A Hong Kong despatch says ;—The sucoers 
of the recent sortie of the French in Tonqnin 
is due to the fact that half the garrison was 
secretly conveyed in junks and took the 
enemy in the rear by surprise. The Chinese 
still persist in maintaining their prohibition 
of exportation of cattle for the French forces. 
The French squadron will shortly nuke a 
demonstration on the Chinese coast.

A Paris despatch says Col, Badens made a 
■ortie on the 19th from Hanoi with 600" men. 
captured seven cannon, and killed a thousand 
of the enemy. The French lost eleven men. 
The military attaché of the Chinese legation 
at Berlin has given M. Challemel Lacour the 
most pacific assurances regarding the action 
of China in the Tonqnin matter. The only 
object of China massing troope on the Tonqnin 
frontier was to be in readiness to repel demon­
strations by the Black Flags.
