The following
particalars of the scheme we copy
from the Montreal Gazette

Senator Howlan will submit to the |

by which steam communication may |
be carried on a'l the year round b
system of tunneling such as now r
under the Clyde, Severn Thames,
and which has beea favorsbly reported
upon by Mr. Vernon Smith, C. E., wel'
known in engineering circles in America
and Great Britain. The total distance
from Cape Tormentine to Cape Tra-
verse, the two terminal points, is eight
and a half miles. Between these two
point on the straits of Northumberland
Senator Howlan proposes to run a tan-
nel composed of meta! cylinders, lhm‘&
eighths of an inch thick, fifteen fuet in
diaweter, lined with concrete two and
half feet thick, giving a clear passage-
way of ten feet, througli which cars
may be drawn by a fireless engine. It
is proposed to run trestle work out from
the mainland, on the New Brunswick
side, ten thousand feet, aud from the
Island side four thousand feet,
which will connect at each end with
the metal cylinder, to be laid acruss
the bottom of the straits. To reach the
bottom of the straits, which at the end
of the piers is twenty feet bolow the
water lovel, the cylinder will ran down
a gradual declive.  Ventilation will be
socured from a shaft sunk about half-
way across the straits, at which point
the water is ninety feot doep. The
minimum current i1s about ono knot,
and, even during the heaviest gales,
does not oxceed four knots per hour
The total cust is estimated al two mil-
lion dollars.

Thousands of pevple watched her en-
trance into the bor: She had-a
beavy list to poit and. was compelled to
stedm dead slow from the time of leav
ing the ice to prevent upsetting and
had to creep bome inch by inch and
foot by foot. Fortunately, the sea was
calm all the way. Her deck covered to
the top of the rails with 7,100 seals,
was & novel sight never before seen in
St. John's; the companion was covered
in, only room enough being left for
& man to squeeze himeelf into the door-
way; the lazarette contained 730,
and 250 were stowed under the bunks
in which the men slept, while eight

ancheons were filled with oil and the

lance was stowed in the hold. Two
bundred and fifty sharks were killed
duril:: the vuyage, and being short of
coal the sharke’ livers were used as fuel,
for three duys before reachi rt.
Had this ship experienced the sl gflout
rough weather she must have foundered
and all on board been lost, as she
carried no boats, but all's well that

ends well.
