RESOLUTIONS.

The following series of resolutions 
were moved, clause by clause, by 
prominent Catholics and were oar 
ried unanimously. We, the Catho­
lics of Winnipeg, assembled at this 
meeting of Roman Catholic rate­
payers in the city of Winnipeg, 
called by public notice, for the pur­
pose of giving expression to the 
opinion of the Homan Qatholio min­
ority of this city on the arrange­
ment recently concluded between 
the Provincial and Fedei al govern­
ments on the Manitoba school ques­
tion, resolve as follows :—

1. —Very respectfully but most 
firmly we protest against the terms 
of that arrangement. We affirm 
that they are wholly insufficient to 
redress our»wrongs, while they ut­
terly fail to make good the pledges 
solemnly made to the electorate by 
members of the Federal Cabinet and 
of parliament.

2. —We condemn Federal minier
ters for trying to force on the Rom- 
an! Catholic minority a proposal so 
inadequate, and in the negotiations 
for which, the minority itself were 
not consulted. We resent the in- 
sult oqared to the most prominent 
and most trusted representative of 
the minority in this controversy— 
the most Rev Archbishop of St Boni­
face—who, as openly averred by 
one cf the ministers, was designedly 
ignored in the negotiations. A pol­
icy of ____

we indeed approve, but 
farce to call it conciliation, 

when only one party to the contro­
versy is approached in that spirit, 
while the other party, and that the 
one which has been wronged is 
treated with undisguised contempt.

3. —As loyal subjects!of a British 
country, we ask for British justice, 
no more, no lees; as devoted up­
holders of British institutions, whose 
mainstay is an honorable adtierenoe 
to thp spirit of the British ojnstilu- 
tion, we demand that the constitu­
tion of out country be respected, 
and that its protection be extended 
to the minority, whose rights in 
educational matters were thereby 
specifically safeguarded.

4. —We declare our most earnest 
desire to live in harmony with ouï 
fellow citizens of all creeds. In the 
matter of secular education we are 
most-willing to submit, under rea­
sonable condition?, to" state inspec­
tion, but we claim that Roman 
Oatholies lough t, wherever’in suffi­
cient number, as is the case particu­
larly in Winnipeg, to have the pri­
vilege of sending their children to 
schools which, while maintaining a 
standard of proficiency second to 
none under secular condition?, con­
form to our well understood laws as 
to religious and moral training.

6.—Under the law of the Province 
prior tq 1890, we had this pri­
vilege, but we do not call 
for the re-enactment of the old 
law in its "precise terms. We de­
mand, however, that by amend­
ment and modification, as suggested 
by the judges of the Privy Council, 
our grievances be removed aod our 
essential rights in this respect be 
restored. * •

6. —Through the proceedings in 
appeal, the parliament of Canada 
is now empowered to deal with the 
question, and give us relief. We 
recognize that by provincial legist a 
tion a more easy remedy oould be 
secured, but this being denied u?, 
we can bnt look to parliament for 
justice, and we appeal with confi­
dence, not only to our co-religionist e 
in the other Province?, bnt to all 
lovers of British fair play, for their 
sympathy and support. 4

7. —We protest against the 
vicious and absurd theory that Fed­
eral legislation is to ba taken as 
coercive, osas s menace to provin­
cial rights, in a case where Federal 
legislation ir not only clearly con 
templated, but is in express terms 
provided for by the constitution. 
Appellate bodies, charged with the 
duty of extending protection to 
either communities or individuals, 
must wholly fail in their duty, if 
they are deterred from reviewing 
the acts of the bodies appealed 
against by a consideration of the 
tenacity with which these bodies 
ding to their acts.

8.—To onr Protestant brethren, 
we wonld recall the fact that this 
provision for appeal to parliament, 
was put in the constitution at the 
instance of the Protestant represen­
tatives of Quebec, for the expreà? 
purpose of affording protection to 
the Protestant minority in that Pro­
vince. We remind them too of the 
fact that the eame Protestant min 
ority was "the first to avail itself of 
this right fcOf appeal against an al 
leged deprivation of their educa­
tional rights by the Roman CathO' 
lie legislature of Quebec, and that 
the appeal led to a speedy restora­
tion of these rights by that Catho­
lic legislature. Should the educa­
tional rights of Protestants in that

al; 
ui ite

legislature, and another appeal to 
Ottawa by Protestants become ne­
cessary, we are sure that Protes­
tants througont the Dominion wonld 
not willingly see justice denied be­
cause of a cry against interference 
with Quebec’s provincial rights 
The Roman Catholic minority of 
Manitoba in such a case would be 
the first to deprecate a failure of jus­
tice through such a cry. And the 
Christian principle of doing to 
others as they wonld wish others do 
to them, will suggest to our Protes­
tant brethren that a like cry ought 
not to be the cause tor withholding 
justice from us in the present case.

9.—That these re.oluticns, signed 
by the chairman and secretary, be 
printed and that copies be mailed to 
His Excellency the Governor-Gen­
eral, Hon. Wilfrid Laurier, and sev­
eral colleagues, to Sir Charles Tup- 
per and the several members of his 
late cabinet, and to such other per­
sons as the chairman and secretary 
may think proper.

Mr. Laurier’a diplomatic action. 
They received fiom the Holy Father 
and from Cardinals Ledoohowaki and 
Rampolla assurances of inflexible 
firmness. “ You may count upon it 
with certainty,” said his Holiness 
to them," that we shall uphold to the 
end the decision of Her Majesty’s 
Privy Council.” The Vatican has 
in its hands proofs that Mr. Laurier 
ie pursuing that “ mysterious policy” 
of which Montaigne speaks, and to 
which weak natures lend them- 

Qn the one hand he has sent 
to Rome two secret ambassadors, the 
Abbe Proulx and the Chevalier 
Drolet, for the purpose of gaining 
'ever the Pope to the views of his 
Government, and requesting the es­
tablishment of an official represen­
tation on the part of the Holy See 
at Ottawa-. On the other hand, his 
"Friar Joseph,” hie famulus Mr. 
David, has just issued, under his in­
spiration, je. pamphlet against the 
clergy of Canada. If one were to 
believe this pamphlet the Canadian 
clergy are a fanatical body, disobe­
dient to the instructions of Rome, 
anti-national, and accustomed to 
trench on political ground. By Mr. 
Laurier and his friends they are re­
garded as “ the enemy.” The 
'Bishops have submitted the pam­
phlet to the judgment of Rome, and 
the matter will come under the con­
sideration of-the Congregation of the 
Index. Mr. Laurier evidently wants 
war, and he will have it. The Ca­
nadian Episcopate have on their side 
right, joetioe, reason, moderation 
and intelligence. The emissaries of 
Mr. Laurier were received coldly by 
tjie Prefect of. Propaganda. They 
set forth their case ae follows ; The 
school system of Manitoba, arranged 
between that province and the Fed­
eral Government, is the maximum 
of concessions ; to go beyond it wonld 
be to ask for the impossible. Now 
this system stipulates for the spolia­
tions oi 1890 and for neutrality on 
the school question by tolerating re­
ligious instruction during half-an- 
hour on condition that it be given by 
a clergyman of the same denomina­
tion as the children, and by p3rmit- 
ting a parish of .twenty-five Catholic 
children to establish a school on con­
dition that the master is duly quali­
fied. But it is well known that or­
ganised parishes containing twenty- 
five Qathoko children form an insig­
nificant number when the many 
scattered- hamlets vhioh compose 
the agricultural colonies of Manitoba 
are taken into account. Moreover, 
in the North West the authorities 
have never granted diplomas to mas­
ters and Sisters who had passed 
satisfactory examinations. How 
oould it be-done in Manitoba where 
the party in power desires to ex­
clude religious influence? Aoord- 
ingly Cardinal Ledoohowaki has

replied with that precision and 
lucidity which always'oharaoterizee 
his language, that the Propaganda 
was guided by . the judgment of the 
Privy Council as by an immutable 
rule, and that that verdict demanded 
the restoration of the status quo 
ant*. As tW Prefect of Propagan­
da ha» had. conferences on the sub­
ject with Leo XIII. and Cardinal 
Rampolla, bis attitude may be taken 
as that of the Holy See. Still Mr. 
Laurier’a representatives have not 
lost hope. They paint in sombre 
colors the state of Canada, the un­
certainties of politics, and the 
change? of popular feeling. They 
have even gone so far a> to get pub­
lished in The Voce della Verita a 
manifesto drawn up by certain re­
volutionaries calling for the annex­
ation of Canada to the United States 
The procedure has evoked some 
smiles. Finesse and artifices do not 
suffice to convert men of long ex­
perience 'at the Vatican, who have 
so often probed complicated affairs. 
Leo XIII. has declared to Mgr. 
Begin and his episcopal colleagues 
that the Holy See will not diverge 
from the (Course traced ont,by the 
Pastoral oi the Bishops at the time 
of the elections and the decision of 
the supreme tribunal of the British 
Empire. As to the delegation for 
which Mr. Laurier has asked, the 
Pope deems it useless and this is 
also the opinion of tne Bishop?, who 
it may be stated, are ready to ac­
cept a permanent delegate of the 
Holy See at Ottawa, devoted to 
Canadian afftira, but not an exten­
sion of the United Stales delegation 
to Canada. If Mr. Laurier persists 
in his policy; especially if he carries 
on a warfare against the episcopate, 
the Vatican may publicly condemn 
the Manitoba School Bill, as it will 
not allow any party to create mis­
understandings on a
