The opening of the next 
Dominion parliamentary session 
will come in the last week of 
January or themiddle of February, 
it has been learned. There is very 
little legisiation on the tapis 
except that relating to war. %he 
session is expected to be short.

A' despatch of the 7 th from 
Stockholm to Reuter’s states that 
steamers (Swedish) Luna and 
Everilda, struck mines off the 
Finish coast.

The crew of the Luna was saved 
but all the seamen aboard the 
Everilda, except one man was 
lost.

The German transport, Prinz 
Eitel, on the 7 th sank the-mer­
chant liner Charcas, off the 
Chilean coast eighty miles North 
of Valparaiso.

The Market Prices.

Bordeaux, via Paris, Dec. 5— 
The Bulletin Des Armees, after 
reviewing at great length the 
military operations since the out­
break of the war, sums up the 
French situation on December 1st 
as follows :

“In numbers the French army 
today is equal to what it was on 
August 2, all the units' have 
maintained their full strength. 
The quality of the troops has 
improved infinitely. Our men to­
day fight like veterans. They are 
all deeply imbued with their 
superiority, and have absolute 
faith that they will be victorious. 
The higher command, renewed on 
account of necessary dismissals, 
has not committed during the 
past three months any of these 
faults noted and punished in 
August.

“ Our supplies of artillery and 
ammunition have been largely in­
creased. The heavy artütery 
which we lacked has been organiz­
ed, and is working well. It has 
been reinforced during November 
and is numerically stronger than 
at the beginning of the campaign. 
The Indian divisions have fiinish- 
ed their apprenticeships in the 
European war.

“ The Belgian army has re­
formed in six divisions, and is 
ready and resolute to re-conquer 
its native soil.

"The* German plan has met 
with seven far-reached reverses, 
namely : The failure of the dash 
on Nancy ; the failure of the 
march on Paris ; the failure of the 
attempt to roll up our left flank 
in August ; the failure of the same 
movement in November ; the 
failure to pierce our centre in 
September : the failure of the 
attack on Dunkirk and Calais by 
the coast, and the failure of the 
attack on Ypres.

“ In this barren effort Germany 
has exhausted her reserves, The 
troops she brings into the line to­
day are badly officered and badly 
trained.

11 Russia, more and more, is 
establishing her superiority both 
over Germany and Austria. The 
standstill to which the German 
armies have been brought, is 
fatally doomed to be transformed 
jnto a retreat."

presence was noticeable.

A staff officer supplied the in­

All the great native states of 
India have now expressed regret 
to the Vicerory that Turkey has 
joined Germany in fighting Eng­
land, under whose benign rule 
the Moslem has enjoyed perfect 
religious freedom.

All the ruling princes continue 
to take keenest interest in the 
war. There are now subscribed 
about £190,000 sterling to the 
Prince qf thaïes relief fund, and 
approximately ^800,0Q0 to the 
expenses of the war. This includes 
$400,000 from the Niaanj of 
Hyderabad and $390,000 from 
the Maharaja of Mysore.

A further sum of nearly $30,- 
000 has been given by the chiefs 
to provide motor cycles, telescopes 
and kindred equipment, and $24,- 
000 has been given by Maharaja 
Soindia of Gwalior, who has also 
presented a motor ambulance, 
consisting of forty-one cars, for 
the use of the troops in Europe, 
and is arranging for the establish­
ment of a convalescent home in 
East Africa,
