THE CROP SITUATION.
"Winnipeg, Sept. 4.—The crop situation 

in the Canadian northwest : The rainy 
weather which prevailed in the latter part 
of last week has given way to bright end 
clear weather with good strong winds, 
and cutting and threshing operations have 
been resumed at some points and will be 
general again today and tomorrow.

Considerable interest was taken in the 
estimate of the Free Press, which was 
announced this morning. Their estimate 
of the total wheat crop, compiled by their 
special correspondents, figured it out at 
18 5-8 bushels per acre which indicated a 
yield of 111,750,000 bushels. From this, 
however, they deducted an arbitrary figure 
of 1 5-8 bushels per acre for possible 
damage from frost, but it is felt that this 
is excessive in view of the fact that the 
frosts were by no means general, a Where 
frost did occur it was very light, and no 
general effect on the yield is expected to 
result.

Taking the average of the estimates 
made by those who have given the mat­
ter sufficient attention and study to enable 
them to speak with some authority, the 
figure 110,000,000 is arrived at and may 
be taken as a fair approximate of tlg> 
total wheat yield of the Canadian north­
west.

The Free Press’ estimate of the oat 
crop, viz. 91,0p0,000 bushels and of barley, 
38,000,600, added to that of the wheat will 
give a good idea of the large amount 
of money which will find its way into the 
hands of the farmers as a result of this 
year’s crops. An important feature in 
connection with this season’s harvest is 
that the crops are fairly uniform, no dis­
trict particularly suffering to any extent, 
and consequently the money will be pretty 
generally distributed over the whole 
country.

Inspections of new wheat for thu week 
ending August 31st were 193 cars viz., 
2 cars of 1 hard, 82 cars of No. 1 North­
ern, 25 cars of 2. Northern, 1 car of 3 
Northern and 68 cars* of rejected, 47 of 
which were rejected on account of an 
excess of seed grains and 21 for smut. 
The grade of the wheat, however, was 
largely No. 1 Northern. There were 11 
cars of No. 1 Alberta Reck 2 cars of No. 
2 AJfcerfca -Red,, and-* 2 cai-s of No.. 3 Al­
berta Red. It will bè seen, therefore, 
that the official inspections so far bear 
emt ^l|e impression which has prevailed 
that the wheat this season is going to ho 
!’-vi I v r.f very high quality.

THREE QUARTERS Of 
THE GRAIN IS CUT

Crop Conditions Along the C.N.R.— 
Harvesting is Well Advanced—The 
Yield Should Be Large—Thresh­
ing Will Be Inaugurated Within 
Next Week.

Harvesting operations ard now near­
ing completion in the country along 
the C.N.R. line in Alberta, east of Ed­
monton. Reports received yesterday 
by Superintendent W. A. Brown, of 
the C.N.R., indicate that the weather 
during the past week has been more 
favorable and over 75 per cent, of the 
grain is now cut. Threshing will be 
the order of the day shortly. . In spits 
of the cool, wet weather of the past 
two weeks, the grain is-looking in ex­
cellent shape, and the yield will doubt­
less be heavy. The following are the 
C.N.R. crop reports received :

Lament—Harvesting has commenc­
ed during the past week, the weather 
during the first part being showery, 
but during the latter part fine. 
Threshing has commenced and the 
first grain was delivered on Saturday 
to the D. R. Dais Grain Company's 
elevator. The oats weighed 38 pounds 
to the bushel. They were slightly off 
color but were plump. Threshing 
will now continue and shipping 
should be general within the next ten 
days.

Chipman—The crop Conditions are 
much improved over the last report.

Very 
little grain is standing yet, and if 
the weather continues favorable some 
threshing will be done this week.

Two Premier Parties In United State» 
Keenly Watching Results of State 
Elections in Vermont Today.—Elec­
tions in Maine Will Take Place In 
Two Weeks.

New York, Aug. 31—The outcome of 
the election tomorrow in Vermont is 
awaited wiïfi keen interest at the head­
quarters of the Republic and Democratic 
national committees in this city. The 
showing made in this state in the mat­
ter of the number of Voters who go to 
the polls and the gains or losses to either 
party in comparted#1’ With the vote of 
four years ago, wilt influence in no small 
degree the shaping of the campaign ’ft 
all of the eastern states.

It is conceded «that the Republican 
party will'win, but if the plurality is 
reduced by reason of Republican apathy, 
then it will etir that party in the east 
with renewed energy in trying to arouse 
enthusiasm and interest.

President Roosevelt is reported to 
have told the officials of the congression­
al campaign committee wh'ch called on 
him at Oyster Bay a few days ago, that 
Hie way to prevent political apathyv from 
getting hold on the voter is to keep it 
out of political headquarters. It is like­
ly, therefore, that the campaigns in the 
east will be every bit as brisk as in Ne­
braska, Colorado and other western 
states, where it is known that the race 
will be close.

The speaking campaign throughout 
the entire country will open about Sep­
tember 15th, and from that time on po­
litical rallies will closely follow one an­
other in every state where there is the 
slightest doubt as to the result. It is 
predicted that the speaking feature of 
the campaign will be more active than 
it was four years ago, and will equal 
the first McKinley-Bryan campaign :n 
1896.

Another test q£ sentiment will come 
with the Maine election on September 15.

AUGUST IMPORTANT MONTH.

ALBERTA EXHIBIT IS BEST.

Provincial Display at Toronto Fair 
Attracting Great Attention.

Review of Financial Conditions and 
Stock Fluctuations.

New York, Aug. 31—Natural condi­
tions have often combined to make 
August e month of importance in the 
financial markets of the world and 
the month now ending has been no 
exception, albeit some of its more in­
teresting events might he attributed 
to unusual causes. Foremost among 
these was the. failure of a prominent 
commission business under circum­
stances that aaused an investigation 
into stock exchange methods, that is 
now under way, with a view to amend­
ing the rules governing these, so as 
to make impossible any recurrence of 
last week’s extraordinary incidente.

Aside from' the unsettled conditions 
that led up to and immediately fol­
lowed the failure referred to, stocks 
moved during the past week in irregu­
lar and uncertain fashion. Compari­
son with figures of August 1st shows 
no very great change except in South­
ern Pacific, which is up 13 points ; 
Union Pacific, 8 5-8; American Smelt­
ing, 9; Reading, 7 1-8, and Amalga­
mated Copper, 4. The United fitates 
steel and St. Paul issues have advanc­
ed very little In the four weeks, while 
Pennsylvania and New York Central 
have suffered setbacks. In point oi 
activity and strength the Harriman is­
sues have again been foremost.

Many rumors and conjectures have 
been vouchsafed to explain the rise 
in Southern Pacific, but no official 
statement is yet forthcoming. Num­
erous railroad reports came to hand 
and with few exceptions they showed 
no marked improvement.

NEW PATENTS ACT HAS 
FAR REACHING EFFECT

"fhe Patents and Designs Act Passed 
by British Parliament in 1907 
Applies to All British Possessions. 
—Foreigners Holding United King, 
dom Patents Must Manufacture 
in Great Britain.

Canadian Associated Press Cable.
London, Sept. 1.—There has beqp 

some enquiry concerning the working 
of the new Patents and Designs Act 
of 1907, which came into operation 
last Saturday, as affecting patents m 
the United Kingdom taken- out by in­
ventors in foreign cotmttieb Arid Bri­
tish possessions. Under, the Act," a 
year of^ grace was allowed', which ex­
pired last Friday.

As doubt was expressed as to the 
eqect of the Act in British possessions, 
the Canadian Press is informed by the 
Board- ol Trade that the Act applies 
to all patent holdings in 'the United 
Kingdom and British possessions, 
and in foreign countries, who have 
Taken out patents in the United King- 
•nom, and provides that at any time, 
not less than four years after the date 
of the patent, any person may apply 
for a revocation of patent on. the 
ground that the patented article r 
product is manufactured or carried un 
exclusively or mainly outside of the 
United Kingdom.

If the comptroller thinks, after hear­
ing the statements of the patentee and 
applicant, that the reasons given by 
the applicant are satisfactory he re­
vokes the patent, provided no such 
ordet shall be made which conflicts 
with any treaty or arrangement with 
any foreign country or British posses­
sion. Foreign manufacturers are 
therefore threatened with the loss of 
patent rights unless they establish u 
factory in the United Kingdom or ar­
range for a British firm to work their 
inventions under license.

It is important that Canadian in­
ventors holding British patents see 
that their inventions are not jeopar­
dized by the terms of this act.

Country a Prey to Thieving Politicians 
—Courts Demoralized.

Special Commissioner from Washing­
ton Finds Law Works Well.

Ottawa, Aug. 30.—Dr. Victor Clarke, 
who was sent to Canada last spring 
by President Roosevelt to make an in­
vestigation into the operation of the 
industrial disputes act, and who in 
the course of his investigation visited 
the chief cities of the Dominion, has 
made his report to the Amercan bu­
reau of labor.

The report is given the honor of 
first place in the bulletin, which is a 
volume of several hundred pages. Dr. 
Clarke says: “So"far as cam be judged 
from the experience of a single year 
the industial disputes act has accom- 
plishd the main puposes for which it 
was enacted, the prevention of strikes 
arid lockouts in the public service in­
dustries. Apparently it has not af­
fected adversely the condition of thti 
working men, or of the industries 
where it has been applied. It.is much 
more applicable to American condi­
tions than the compulsory arbitration 
laws, like those of New Zealand or 
Australia, because its settlements are 
based on an agreement of parties and 
do not prescribe any artificial wage, 
oiten illy adjusted to economic con­
ditions.” X

Mr. Clarke expressed the opinion, 
however, that in the United States 
constitutional restrictions would pre­
vent the federal law of having such 
wide applications as that of Canada.

The hostility of the Western Federa­
tion of Miners to the act, he says, 
may be due partly to the fact that the 
law has been applied during a period 
of unusual depression in metals when 
the mines have had to make reduc­
tions or cease working. He says it 
would be impossible to say definitely 
whether or not a popular vote of the 
working people, especially of those 
directly affected by the law, would 
endorse the act at the present time.

RETURN TO CATHOLICISM.

England at Eucharistic Congress.

Rome, Aug. 31—Cardinal Vannutelli 
left yesterday for London to represent 
the Pope as legate at the Eucharistic 
congress, which will open there Sep­
tember 9. Cardinal Vannutelli will de­
liver an address in Latin before the 
pong rejig, which will .be a .strong appeal 

■to England to return to the Catholic 
faith. He will recall the bond* unit­
ing England to Rome from the time 
of St. Gregory, who called England 
“Terra Angelorum” (Land of Angels) 
rather than “Terra Anglorum” (Land 
of Anglicans) to the time of Cardinal 
Vaughan, the founder of thé new 
cathedral at New Westminster, where 
the congress "is to be Weld. Although 
the King will not be mentioned the 
pope will send him hie homage as a 
wise ruler.

Cardinal Vannutelli says that he 
expects the congress to be a great 
success and an imposing demonstra­
tion of Catholic faith. He regretted 
that Cardinal Moran, Archbishop of 
Sydney* trill perhaps be unable to at­
tend because of "the detention "in Aus­
tralia by the reception fo the Ameri­
can fleet.

THAW GIVES-GUT INTERVIEW;

Has Talked Over Annulment ef Mar­
riage With Wife—Blames Lawyers.

Pittsburg, Sept. 1—Through the 
Pittsburg press Chas. H. Gillespie, a 
reporter and former pal of Harry 
Thqw, this evening sent a statement 
from Thaw's cell in Poughkeepsie, 
where he spent several hours with 
the prisoner. Thaw made a number 
or startling admissions, among other 
to.inss being -that ije and Evelyn 
Thaw had talked the matter over and 
agreed to an annulment of their mar­
riage, but decided to await settlement 
of the present troubles. He admits 
his desire to get back to Pittsburg as 
soon as possible and remain there, go­
ing into business of some kind and 
devote the balance of his life to it. 
He blames Attorney Delafield bitterly 
for influencing his mother before hie 
first trial and. frightening her into 
forcing a plea oi insanity for him. 
Thaw said in part: “I do not believe 
my wife is much to blame for her 
reported move for the annulment of 
her marriage as she is blamed for. I 
am satisfied the attorneys talked her 
into it. I admit we have talked it 
over and agreed to wait until every­
thing else is finished.” Regarding the 
trial he said : “It is pretty tought To 
be branded as a degenerate and I 
never would have consented to such a 
thing, but ^hey did about as they 
pleased in the trial owing to Delafield. 
My mother acted foolishly for a few 
days. He went to her and deliber­
ately told her the only way to save 
my life was to prove me insane. That 
was enough to make any woman act 
foolish.”

FIGURING ON THE CANDIDATE.

Victoria Politicians Wondering Who 
Will Oppose Hon. Wm. Templeman'.

Victoria, August 31.—Political con­
jecture is rit« here as to who will be 
the Conservative candidate to oppose 
Hon, William Templeman, minister or 
inland revenue, in the forthcoming 
federal election.

Premier McBride has given an un­
equivocal .denial to the rumor that he 
would oppose Mr. Templeman.

GOOD CROP REPORT.

Director Saunders of Experimental 
Farms in Alberta.

Ottawa, August 31.—The Director of 
Experimental Farms wjres. the De­
partment of Agriculture frorf La- 
combe, Alberta, under date of the 
25th inst., as follows : Winter wheat hi 
this district all cut. Gqod crops. 
Most of the spring wheat is still stand­
ing! but ripening fast. The heads 
are very plump and well filled. The 
weather is favorable. The frost of 
20th inst. does not appear to have in­
jured the wheat much. Barley is cut 
and a large acreage of oats is also 
cut. The grain crops on the experi­
mental farms are very heavy. The 
winter wheat and early varieties of 
spring wheat are cut.”

A STARVING 6aNNIBAL.

Ate Brother's Wife and Four Chil­
dren.

St. Petersburg, August 31.—Details 
are given in Yakutsk newspapers of .i 
revolting case of cannibalism of the 
nomadic tribes of Lamutz, living on 
the River Korkowin, in extreme north­
western Siberia. One of the nomad-, 
driven desperate by hunger, devored 
the bodies of his brother’s wife and 
four children. A party of hunters 
ceme upon the deserted encampment, 
found the remains of the bodies arid 
reported the case. There was o.< 
vestige of food on the premises.

No Trains For Two Days.

Winnipeg, Mian., August 31.—Not 
since No. 1 pulled into the city on 
Sunday morning has the C.P.R.j 
brought a train in from the east, nor!

No mails have 
reached Winnipeg from the east for 
two days.

TO INDUCE BEST MEN 
TO SERVE THE PUBLIC

To induce best men to serve the publi?.
Is the Highest Aim of Canadian Clubs, 

Says J. A. McDonald, at Club Lun­
cheon at Fort William—He Speaks of 
Church’s Duty to State at Corner 
Stone Laying Ceremonies.

Fort William, Ont., Sept. 1—J. A. Mc­
Donald, editor of the Toronto Globe, 
speaking before the Canadian Club at 
a luncheon here today ,took for his sub­
ject a three-fold title. “Canadian Clubs, 
Public Opinion and Canadian Democ­
racy,” The function of Canadian clubs, 
said the speaker, was" to form opinions. 
When they " tried to act they lost much 
of their value. Their effect should be 
to spur on the best men to give them­
selves to the public service independent 
of personal honors or individual wealth. 
Canada had a chance to avoid the mis­
takes of the past and to create a demo­
cracy. greater than that of ancient 
Greece, and more worthy than that .at 
which. France had aimed but failed to 
secure.

Mr. MacDonald concluded a strong and 
forceful address by complimenting Fort 
Williaan upon her industries, her build­
ings and her bright future which was 
destined to make her the Minneapolis o,f 
Canada. Mr. MacDonald in the evening 
addressed the gathering present at the 
laying or the corner stone of the new 
St. Andrew’s Presbyterian church. The 
ceremony of laying the stone was per­
formed by Peter- McKellar, who gave "a 
brief history of ,the church in this dis 
trict, he being the pioneer resident here 
many years before thé erection of a 
church.

Mr. Macdonald in his address dwelt on 
the duty of the church in relation to the 
state and the great and important part 
it played. He referred to the great gath­
ering of vessels of war on the Pacific 
coast and said that if was was declared 
it would not be like Waterloo, Balaclava 
of any of the battles of years ago. Can­
ada’s part was the advancing of civiliza­
tion to prevent such a war now or at 
any time, and it was the church that 
must educate the people.
