FIRE TEAM RAN AWAY
3 FIREMEN INJURED

Narrow Escape From Death of West
End Brigade Men—Driver Turned
Corner_of Fourth -and Victoria
Too Close-and Was Thrown—Hose
Wagon Wrecked.

(Wednesday’s Daily.)

Three firemen, Messrs. West, Miles
and Watson, from the west end fire
hall, had a narrow escape from death
or serious injury at three o’clock this
afternoon. near the corner of Fourth
street and Victoria avenue.

The west end .brigade was called
out a few minutes before three for
an alarm from the corner of 18th and
Victoria. The hose wagon and
chemical responded quickly and
started away with  a rush. ‘The
driver- of the hose wagon turned the
corner of Fourth into Victoria too
close and was thrown, the heavy team
going west o na -gallop, swerved to
the side of the street, and the heavy
apparatus dashed with tremendous
force against a huge telephone post
standing at the end of the lane.

The remaining men were hurled
to the ground with great force and
the front of the hose wagon Was
shattered to pieces.

The three. men were picked up by
spectators and earried back to their
rooms at the fire hall, Dr. Hislop
was hastily summoned. and found t_hut
with, the exception of a few bruisés
and cuts the men were not seriously
injured. :

Spectators who witnessed the acci-
dent say the escape of the men was
miraculous as the heavy outfit was
going- at a very rapid rate w_hon it
struck the post. The aceident is said
to have been due to a new horse that
had not had sufficient training.
