We of this city
are therefore possibly not in a posi-
tion to judge the question from both
sides; but from what the writer has
seen and learned from other institu-
tions, there is no doubt in my mind
that it is not to the advantage of the
patients nor to the municipality that
institutions of this sort should be
under munieipal support and control.

“I think the best results are ob-
tained where a hospital is run-as a
voluntary institution, and when the
city undertakes to pay for those pa-
tients who claim to be unable to do
80 themselves; this protects the hos-
pital from abuse to a very great ex-
tent from patients who would other-

Portuguese Government is Preparing

Lisbon, Dec. 8.—The Portugueses
government is préparing a decree for
ithe.separation of church and state.
This has resulted in collision between
the Republicans and Clericals in ve-
rious parts of the country.

The
Minister of Justice denies this, saying
the new law ig designed only to afforg

,ship, and that it provides even for the
,removal of the -inhibition against
priests marrying if they so desire.
