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War News.
Messages Received 

Previous to 9 A.M.
ON THE VERDUN FRONT.

PARIS, Aug. 25. (Official.)
On the right bank of the Meuse 

(Verdun front) enemy artillery dis­
played great activity as did ours’ in 
the region ot Thiaumont work. To­
wards 2 o’clock this morning the 
Germans made an attempt against 
the village of Fleury which " utterly 
failed. In the forest of Apremont 
there was a rather lively bombard­
ment of our trenches. This was fol­
lowed by an attempted attack which 
was stopped by our curtain of fire.

GERMAN ASSAULT
LINES,

ON FRENCH

PARIS, Aug. 25.
The Germans have made a new as­

sault on the French lines at the tip of 
the famous salient of St. Mihiel, but 
have been repulsed, after gaining a 
footing in the French trenches, ac­
cording to an official to-night.

BÜLGAB8 VS. GREEKS.
PARIS, Aug. 25.

Bulgarians attacked the Greek port 
of Kavala and the important Greek 
town at Drama, both of which are 
held by Greek garrisons, according to 
an official statement issued by the 
War Office to-night

BRITISH DESTROY BRIDGES.
LONDON, Aug. 25.

The British and Bulgarians have 
been in touch on the Macedonian 
front, northeast of Salonika. British 
trdops, despite the Bulgarian fire, de­
stroyed three bridges over the Stru­
ma in the vicinity of Kuchuk, the War 
Office announced to-night.

ON THE SOMME FRONT.
PARIS, Atig. 25.

The War Office to-night says: On 
the Somme front we continued our. 
artillery fire on the German organiza­
tions. We took 800 prisoners in yes­
terday's fighting. Eight new machine 
guns were found lit à part Of Maure- 
pas, which we captufed.

PETROGRAI) SAYS NO CHANGE.
PETROGRAD, Aug. 25. 

There has been no change on the 
Western Russian and Caucasian front, 
says an official communication issued 
by the War Department this evening.

TURKS RECEIVE CRUSHING BLOW
PETROGRAD, Aug. 25.

The Turkish attempt to encircle 
the left flank of the Russian Caucasi­
an army appears to have received a 
crushing blow from the troops of 
Grand Duke Nicholas in the region of 
Lake Van. The Turkish scheme of 
encircling the left flank and regain­
ing Erzerum, thus nullifying all the 
successes of the Grand Duke in Turk­
ish Armenia, appeared to be well on- 
Its way to a successful outcome, but 
the Russian re-occupation of Mush 
and their re-establishment of their 
positions west of Lake Van, have ap­
parently put a definite quietus to the 
ambition of the Turks. The initiative 
now appears again to be with the 
Russians at all important points in 
Asia Minor. Now that the Turkish 
offensive on the left flank has been 
stopped, the Grand Duke Nicholas 
can continue his march towards Asia 
Minor.

SUCCESS OF THE SERBIANS. ' 
LONDON, Aug 25.

Successes against the Bulgarians 
all along the line of the Serbian front 
in Macedonia are reported in the Ser­
bian official statement of Aug. 22. The 
statement declares that the positions 
previously designated for Serbian 
occupation were seized and held by 
Serbian troops. On tije right wing 
there ha$ been an artillery duel. Our 
offensive is developing successfully 
in the centre and the Bulgarians are

THE BULGAR-GREEK CLASH.
LONDON, Aug. 25 

Fighting between the Bulgarians 
and Greeks, principally at Seres, has 
been reported in news despatches 
from Greece for several days past. 
The statement by the War Office is the 
first official confirination that the sol­
diers of \he two nations have clashed. 
On August 22nd it was announced at 
Athens that the German and Bulgari­
an governments had given written 
undertaking to Greece that their 
troeps would not enter Kavala, Seres 
or Drama. The advance of the Bul­
gers In Greek territory since the open­
ing ot the Allied offensive has caused 
a profound, sensation In Greece, ac­
cording to press despatches from Sal­
onika and Athèns. These despatches 
stated that the Buigars advance has 
been used by the Venizeios leaders as 
a weapon, to attack , the government, 
and that volunteers are rushing to the 
front from all. parts in order to aid 
the Commander of Seres, who has an­
nounced his intention of resisting the 
invaders. The port of Kavala has 
been a bone ot contention between the 
Buigars and Greeks since the first 
Balkan war. The Buigars constantly 
claimed that the port should have fall­
en to her, as part of her reward for 
victories over Turkey. The division 
of the spoils at Kavala was awarded 
to Greece, and the Buigars were com­
pelled to .be content with the" inferior 
port of Dedeaghatch.

BRITISH OCCUPY KIL0SSA.
LONDON, Aug. 25.

The town of Kilossa in Central Ger­
man East Africa, 200 miles west of 
Port Dar Es Salaam, on the Indian 
Ocean, was occupied by the British on 
Aug. 22, according to an official state­
ment given out this evening.

BERLIN ON THE AIB RAID.
BERLIN, Aug. 25.

The city and southwestern district 
of London was bombarded on Thurs­
day night by German airships. Bat­
teries at Harwich and Folkestone, 
were also attacked, says the official 
statement, which adds that every­
where very , good effects were observ­
ed.

NEW TYPE OF AEROPLANE.
LONDON, Aug. 25.

A new type ot aeroplane, now being 
used by the British at the front, has 
already accounted for 27 fokkers, ac­
cording to a statement made by Bar­
on Montague. C. G. Grey, editor of 
the ‘Aeroplane,’ gives the following 
description ot this new aerial destroy­
er. These small fighting machines 
are a distinctly British production, 
first being introduced by the Sopwith 
firm a year or so before the war. From 
that first experiment they have been 
developed and fitted with more and 
more powerful engines until to-day 
the British scout biplane Is the fast­
est thing In the world except a pro­
jectile from a gun. The German fok- 
ker monoplane is a fast destroyer, 
but its success is limited to some ex­
tent. Mr. Grey concludes as follows: 
The improvement in English aero­
planes may eventually have a con­
siderable effect on the air defences of 
this country, for improvement In aero- 
palnes must necessarily be mote rap­

id than Improvement In airships, and 
consequently It is quite probable that 
new types ot destroyer aeroplanes 
may be produced which will nufke it 
almtost impossible tor airships tb get 
away tram this country if they ever 
reach it.

THE BRITISH VERSION;
LONDON, Aug. 25.

Further reports show that five or 
six enemy airships raided the east 
and southeast coasts of England. Two 
or three raiders came in over tbo 
eastern counties and dropped over 30- 
bombs, without causing any casual­
ties or damage. Another raider at 
tempted to approaqji a seaport town 
but being heavily fired on by anti­
aircraft guns, was driven off to the 
eastward after dropping nineteen 
bombs in the sea, without reaching 
their objective. Another airship 
which visited the southeast coast, 
came under heavy fire from anti­
aircraft defences, and was compelled 
toxunload its cargo of bombs in the 
sea without doing any damage to life 
or property. Another raider succeed 
ed in reaching the outskirts of Lon­
don, where explosive and incendiary 
bombs were dropped. It is regretted 
that casualties occurred among the' 
civilian population as follows: Kill­
ed, three men, three women and two 
children; injured seriously, three 
men and three women, and in addi 
tion one soldier seriously. Fourteen 
were slightly injured by broken glass.

MAIL CONFISCATED.
BERLIN, Aug. 25 

The entire American mail on the 
Scandinavian-American liner United 
States, which arrived at Copenhagen 
on August 18th from New York, mbs 
confiscated by the British authorities 
at Kirkwàll, says an Overseas News 
Agency announcement to-day.

ATTEMPT AT RESCUE.
NEW YORK, Aug. 25.

A News Agency despatch from Pun- 
ta Arenas, Chile, to-day, says that the 
Chilian Government to-day announced 
that it has placed the ship Yelcho at 
the disposal of Sir Ernest Shackleton 
for another attempt to rescue tiie 
members of his Polar expedition ma­
rooned at Elephant" Island. It is 
feared here that the men have already 
died of starvation.

GERMANS REPULSED.
LONDON, Aug. 25. 

The repulse of a German attack on 
the British trenches west of Giverfchy 
.is reported in an official statement is­
sued by the War Office at midnight. 
The text follows: West of Givenchy 
the enemy last night with the 
strength of about two companies, at­
tempted an attack on our trenches, 
but were driven back by our machine 
gun fire. The enemy’s guns main­
tained fairly heavy fire last night on 
these trenches, which continued to­
day. He also bombarded the trenches 
we captured last night near Delville 
Wood. There was much artillery ac­
tivity by both sides on tlie various 
parts of the front. We captured two 
machine guns yesterday and 90 pris­
oners, besides these already reported 
passed back to-day on the front be­
tween Mouquet farm and Leipzig sa­
lient. Two aeroplane raids were car­
ried out against some railroad sidings 
on the enemy’s lines of communica­
tions. Several trains were hit and. 
considerable damage was caused the 
rolling stock. Other points of military 
importance were bombarded. Hostile 
aircraft generally', avoided combats, I 
but there were some engagements in 
which a number >of enemy machines 
were damaged anfl driven down. One
