Good Fishing on
French Shore.

The S.S. Earl of Devon, which re- 
turned from the Cook’s Hr. service 
yesterday, reports good fishing along 
the French Shore the last few weeks, 
codfish, herring and squid being very 
plentiful. Traps, trawls and hook 
and liners have all secured good 
catches, but operations are being 
hampered by a shortage of salt at 
most places. The output of cod liver 
»il at the northward this season is 
estimated at little over half the quan­
tity produced last year. This is large­
ly due to the fact that early in the 
season the livers were of poor qual­
ity, running about 5 gallons to 1 gal­
lon of oil. At 30 cents per gallon for 
livers the refiners could not make it 
pay as their product fetched only

about. $1.30. Refining was largely 
dropped and the tinning of salmon, 
cod roes and bakeapples taken up, the 
newest style oil apparatus being suit­
able for both purposes. The work of 
salmon canning has been largely ex­
tended and at Fischot Islands, a fac­
tory has been opened for the tinning 
of cod tongues.

Characters to Order.
WEED OUT, TOUR BAD HABITS

AND GITE THE GOOD ONES MOBE
ROOM TO GROW.
Building a character is like making 

a garden. The first thing we have to do 
is to set to work and pull out the 
weeds.

Everyone who has an allotment 
knows what this weeding business 
means. We never seem to get rid of 
them. We tear up, and dig up, and 
hoe out continuously, and in the dark, 
while we sleep, up spring new weeds, 
strong, lasting, poisonous, and flower- 
destroying.

We must get rid of our character- 
weeds. What are the worst of them? 
Resentment is a big weed, extending 
not only to people but circumstances. 
Resentment cramps our energies and 
fills us with a bitter impatience. We 
must out with it, and plant tolerance 
and understanding in its place.

» Attractive Bad Habits.
Indecision, this is a rather attrac­

tive-looking weed; but it leads to a 
life of idleness and want of purpose.

Fear, that is the most noxious of 
all our weeds. It leads straight to 
utter failure. It blossoms into the 
ugly flowers of meanness and cow­
ardice and greed and crime. We fear 
poverty, and we become parsimon­
ious. We fear ill-health, and we lose 
the health and energy we already 
possess. We fear everything, yet a 
great man once said: “There is notic­
ing to fear but fear.”

It is quite certain that, if we brave­
ly face our terrors, they often fade 
before our eyes.

There are plenty of other weeds, 
such as anger and worry, and self- 

| pity and envy ; but we all know 
j them. It is the constant pulling up 
of them that will sweeten the garden 
that surrounds the building of our 
character.

I suppose we all have different 
ideas of what a great character means. 
Some of us think it means fame, or 
personality, or world-greatness in 
some form or another. To me it means 
the power of transforming the little 
common events of daily life.

What is Character?
It does not matter a twopenny-piece’ 

to me whether a man is a successful 
politician or a world-wide artist All I 
want to know is, how does he treat his 
wife and his clerks, or his employer? 
Is he mean or generous ? Can I trust 
him? Is he courteous ? When he dies 
shall we say, “He was very success­
ful. and he left half a million,” or 
shall we say instinctively, "What a 
good chap he was!”

This may not be your idea of charac­
ter, but it is mine. It is a character 
that will give a man Love to start an­
other life with, if there is another life 
to start, and few of us really think in 
our heart of hearts that we shall just 
snuff out like a candle.

God is Love—that is the basic truth 
of all religions. Have we lived Love 
and gained Love—in other words, 
have we become God-like? If not, we 
have merely erected an ugly, useless 
building. We shall probably have to 
pull it down somewhere else.

I believe one of the greatest aids 
to living is to live in the present. 
Drop the past with all its failures 
and silly mistakes. They were just 
part of the growing of your garden, 
when you did not recognise the weeds.
“It’s as Easy to be Great as Small."
Don’t bother too much about the fu­

ture, remember when to-morrow 
comes it will still be “to-day.” Live 
as well and cleanly and lovingly as 
possible to-day.

We have been taught too much 
about that Heaven-to-be—let us try 

| and make our own Heaven here and 
I now. “The Kingdom of Heaven is 
j within you,” said the greatest of all 
j Teachers. If it is, let us take com­
mand of our Kingdom now, and enter 

J into our kingship of Harmony.
The future is not yet ours; the pre­

sent is. We must go on with our build­
ing now, for at this very hour we are 
making and building our own and our 
loved ones’ to-morrows.

It is not easy to build a fine charac­
ter. Was it not Emerson who said, “It 
is as easy to be great as small"? It 
may have been to him. He was pro­
bably bom great, and had made his 
character somewhere else. To most of 
us it is very difficult indeed not to be 
small ; but if we want to build a char­
acter that will be worthy of our Joil 
and labour, we must seek the wider ii 1
