Before leaving Wembley I made de-
tailed plans of a proposed change in
the Fishery Exhibit, which I am deé=
scribing in the enclosed additional re-
port. In the - carrying out .of 'these
plans I am very grateful to Mr. Tur-
cott, the Chief Designer of the Cana-
dian Pavilion Exhibits, a professional
Exhibitor of 20 years’ experience, who
has promised his unstinted help as a
npersonal favour to me. The Committee
in St. John’s have also made most ex-
cellent plans for mext year’s Exhibit
of salt codfish.

With regard to subsidiary, or pos-
sible subsidiary, industries, I think
the Eel .Grass, known technically as
“Alva Marina,” easily takes first
place. A good deal of this grass used
to come from countries like Holland,
but the market was spoilt by too much
sand in the bales. The splendid quali-
ties of our bales of Eel Grass, their
dry condition and their freedom from
sand, aftracted universal attention
from upholsterers. Enquiries came by
the score from Great Britain, Spain,
Germany, Belgium, Chili, India, Rho-
desia, and other countries, and they
were still coming in when I left Lon-
don. I put in a lot of time and energy
on this exhibit as I thought it might
be possible to start a new and a big
industry as a direct result of the Ex-
hibition. The great trouble was to
try and get the prices
‘Wembley to get within a reasonable
distance of the Newfoundland quota-
tions. At last I got in touch with.#a
Broker of standing, who does a good
deal of business with railways and
upholsterers. I called a meeting at
the High Commissioner’s - Office in
Victoria Street and we discussed the
position from all angles, with the re-
sult that it was agreed that £10 a ton
for baled Eel Grass delivered in Eng-
land would be the best working basis
when considering this possible new
industry.

I think the matter is of sumclent
importance to warrant the formation
of a small Committee to go into it. The
Department of Agriculture and Mines
have started the good-work by mak-
ing a preliminary survey of the quan-
tities to be found: around our coasts.
